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By the Accounting Policy Division, Common Carrier Bureau:

1. This Order dismisses the Letter of Appeal filed by Granville Village School (Granville Village), Granville, Massachusetts, seeking review of a decision issued by the Universal Service Administrative Company’s Schools and Libraries Division on March 25, 2000.
