ORDER

This Order dismisses as moot the Petition for Reconsideration (“Petition”) filed on May 27, 1993, by Arthur D. and Angelina Hickman, d/b/a Omnicom (“Omnicom”).  The Petition seeks reconsideration of the Common Carrier Bureau’s decision to return as defective the above-captioned application (“Application”). 

2. On December 2, 1992, Omnicom filed the Application for modification of Public Land Mobile Service Station KNKI523 to establish an additional facility on the frequency 158.10 in Missoula, Montana.  In a Public Notice dated May 5, 1993, the Chief, Common Carrier Bureau, announced the return of the Application. 

3. On May 27, 1993, Omnicom filed the Petition. On February 8, 1995, after the Petition was filed, Omnicom requested that the underlying Application be dismissed without prejudice. Pursuant to that request, on October 30, 1996, the Licensing and Technical Analysis Branch, Commercial Wireless Division dismissed the Application.  We therefore dismiss the Petition as moot. 

4. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, pursuant to authority delegated by Sections 4(i) and 405 of the Communications Act, as amended, 47 U.S.C §§ 154(i), 405, and by sections 0.331 and 1.106 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R §§ 0.331, 1.106, the Petition for Reconsideration filed on May 27, 1993, by Arthur D. and Angelina Hickman, d/b/a Omnicom, IS DISMISSED as moot.
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� Subsequent to the filing of the Petition, the Licensing and Technical Analysis Branch, Commercial Wireless Division assigned the Application a new file number: 20138-CD/P/ML-94.
