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WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS BUREAU CLARIFIES RESPONSIBILITIES OF PAGING LICENSEES FILING RENEWAL APPLICATIONS 

Guidelines for validating licensing data by Paging licensees subject to the April 1, 1999, renewal deadline

The Personal Communications Industry Association (PCIA) has asked that the Bureau clarify certain matters regarding the renewal of licenses in the Part 22 Paging and Radiotelephone Service (Paging). Over 5,000 Paging licenses, many of which are held by PCIA members, are due to expire on April 1, 1999, requiring renewal applications to be filed by that date.  These 5,000 Paging licenses include over 30,000 transmitter sites, each with technical data residing in the Bureau’s Universal Licensing System (ULS).  Specifically, PCIA asks the Bureau to clarify whether Paging licensees, by signing their renewal applications, are certifying that all licensing information in the ULS relating to their licenses is complete and accurate.


By this Public Notice we clarify that when renewing their licenses Paging licensees are not required to review each applicable data element within the ULS and certify that the ULS is complete and accurate with respect to the licenses being renewed.  We recognize that such review while desirable, may be difficult for some licensees to complete prior to the renewal deadline.  Pursuant to 47 C.F.R. § 1.65(a), Paging licensees are responsible for: (1) ensuring that all information provided on the renewal application form
 (i.e., administrative data regarding the license) is complete and accurate, and (2) notifying the Bureau of substantial or significant changes in this information if changes occur while the renewal is pending.  Licensees, however, are not required to submit technical data on the renewal application.
  On an ongoing basis, however, we expect licensees to review administrative and technical data in the ULS to ensure that it is complete and accurate with respect to their Paging licenses.  To the extent errors are found, licensees should notify the Bureau according to the procedure described below.


Procedure for filing database corrections.  Each licensee who determines that its authorization contains one or more errors should notify the Bureau informally and include the

following information:

(1) the call sign(s) and specific error(s) involved;

(2) evidence that the error occurred in the Bureau's licensing process;

(3) the approximate date the error occurred, if known;

(4) a copy of the original application for authorization date-stamped by Mellon Bank or the FCC;

(5) a date-stamped copy of the instrument of notification certifying construction and commencement of service; and,

(6) technical data, including the maximum effective radiated power and average height above terrain (in meters along the eight cardinal radials) sufficient to ensure that the proper interference contour is identified.  Note: submit all heights in meters (not feet) or your submission will be returned.  Also, note whether location coordinates are referenced to NAD27 or NAD83 (preferred).

In lieu of the date-stamped copies described in (4) and (5) above, a licensee may provide other evidence sufficient to demonstrate authorization and notification of facilities.
