ACCIPITER COMMUNICATIONS INC. PETITION FOR TEMPORARY WAIVER OF 

CERTAIN HIGH-COST UNIVERSAL SERVICE RULES

The Wireline Competition Bureau seeks comment on a petition filed by Accipiter 
Communications Inc. (Accipiter) for temporary waiver of two high-cost universal service rules.1 First, 
Accipiter seeks a waiver of section 54.302 of the Commission’s rules, which establishes a total limit on 
high-cost universal service support of $250 per line per month, beginning July 1, 2012.2 Accipiter seeks a 
waiver of this rule until December 31, 2014 or December 31, 2015.3 Second, Accipiter requests a waiver 
of the limits on costs eligible for reimbursement through high-cost loop support (HCLS).4 Accipiter asks 
that the limits not apply to Accipiter until six months after the date that the Commission implements the 
limits and makes the regression analysis publicly available.5

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business days after the presentation (unless a different deadline applicable to the Sunshine period applies).  
Persons making oral ex parte presentations are reminded that memoranda summarizing the presentation 
must (1) list all persons attending or otherwise participating in the meeting at which the ex parte 
presentation was made, and (2) summarize all data presented and arguments made during the 
presentation.  If the presentation consisted in whole or in part of the presentation of data or arguments 
already reflected in the presenter’s written comments, memoranda or other filings in the proceeding, the 
presenter may provide citations to such data or arguments in his or her prior comments, memoranda, or 
other filings (specifying the relevant page and/or paragraph numbers where such data or arguments can be 
found) in lieu of summarizing them in the memorandum.  Documents shown or given to Commission 
staff during ex parte meetings are deemed to be written ex parte presentations and must be filed 
consistent with rule 1.1206(b).  In proceedings governed by rule 1.49(f) or for which the Commission has 
made available a method of electronic filing, written ex parte presentations and memoranda summarizing 
oral ex parte presentations, and all attachments thereto, must be filed through the electronic comment 
filing system available for that proceeding, and must be filed in their native format (e.g., .doc, .xml, .ppt, 
searchable .pdf).
