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On September 16, 2013, the Federal Communications Commission issued a Notice of Proposed 
Rulemaking (NPRM) addressing Vehicular Repeater Systems (VRS).1 The Commission sought comment 
on whether to amend Part 90 of the Commission’s rules to allow the licensing and operation of VRS and 
other mobile repeaters by public safety licensees on certain frequencies in the VHF band.  The NPRM set 
deadlines for filing comments and reply comments at 60 and 90 days after publication in the Federal 
Register.2

On November 1, 2013, the Office of the Federal Register published a summary of the NPRM and 
associated comment and reply comment dates.3 Accordingly, comments must be filed on or before 
December 31, 2013; and reply comments must be filed on or before January 30, 2014.4 The NPRM sets 
forth the comment filing instructions.5
