WIRELINE COMPETITION BUREAU REMINDS PARTIES OF DEADLINES FOR FILING
OPPOSITIONS AND REPLIES REGARDING THE NATIONAL CABLE AND
TELECOMMUNICATIONS ASSOCIATION’S APPLICATION FOR REVIEW OF THE
CONNECT AMERICA PHASE 11 SERVICE OBLIGATIONS ORDER

Oppositions Due: January 7, 2014
Replies to Oppositions Due: Ten (10) days after respective oppositions are filed

On October 31, 2013, the Wireline Competition Bureau (Bureau) released the Connect America
Phase Il Service Obligations Order, which adopted service obligations for price cap carriers that accept
Connect America Fund Phase II support, and specified the metrics that will be used to determine if an
area will be considered “served by an unsubsidized competitor” and therefore ineligible for Phase II
support.1 On December 23, 2013, the National Cable and Telecommunications Association (NCTA) filed
an application for review of one aspect of the Connect America Phase II Service Obligations Order.*
Specifically, NCTA requests that the Commission reverse the Bureau’s determination in the Connect
America Phase 1l Service Obligations Order that, in order to be deemed an unsubsidized competitor, an
existing provider must meet the same service obligations that are imposed on an incumbent carrier
receiving Phase II support.’

Pursuant to the Commission’s rules," oppositions shall be filed within 15 days after the
application for review is filed and replies to oppositions shall be filed within 10 days after the opposition
is filed. They may be filed using the Commission’s Electronic Comment Filing System (ECFS), or by
submitting paper copies.’

Persons making oral ex parte presentations are reminded that memoranda summarizing the presentation
must (1) list all persons attending or otherwise participating in the meeting at which the ex parte
presentation was made, and (2) summarize all data presented and arguments made during the
presentation. If the presentation consisted in whole or in part of the presentation of data or arguments
already reflected in the presenter’s written comments, memoranda or other filings in the proceeding, the
presenter may provide citations to such data or arguments in his or her prior comments, memoranda, or
other filings (specifying the relevant page and/or paragraph numbers where such data or arguments can be
found) in lieu of summarizing them in the memorandum. Documents shown or given to Commission
staff during ex parte meetings are deemed to be written ex parte presentations and must be filed
consistent with rule 1.1206(b). In proceedings governed by rule 1.49(f) or for which the Commission has
made available a method of electronic filing, written ex parte presentations and memoranda summarizing
oral ex parte presentations, and all attachments thereto, must be filed through the electronic comment
