On August 29, 2014, Kawthar Rabie and Noor Rabie (collectively, Applicants) filed an application pursuant to section 63.03 of the Commission’s rules to transfer control of NTI Talk, Inc. (NTI Talk) from Kawthar Rabie to Noor Rabie.[footnoteRef:1]  [1:   47 C.F.R § 63.03; see 47 U.S.C. § 214.  Applicants are also filing applications for transfer of control associated with authorization for international services.  Any action on this domestic section 214 application is without prejudice to Commission action on other related, pending applications.                 ] 


NTI Talk, an Illinois corporation, is a privately held telecommunications company that provides long distance service on a prepaid basis.  NTI Talk is currently authorized to provide prepaid telecommunications services in the state of Illinois.  Kawthar Rabie, a United States citizen, wholly owns NTI Talk. 

Applicants state that under the proposed transaction, Noor Rabie will acquire 100 percent of the equity interests of NTI Talk.  After consummation of the proposed transaction, NTI Talk will continue to provide service to customers pursuant to company authorizations under the same rate, terms and conditions.  Applicants assert that the proposed transaction is entitled to presumptive streamlined treatment under section 63.03(b)(2)(i) of the Commission’s rules and that a grant of the application will serve the public interest, convenience, and necessity.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  47 C.F.R. § 63.03(b)(2)(i).]
