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By the Chief, Video Division, Media Bureau:

1. The Commission has before it a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking
 issued in response to a petition for rulemaking filed by WPXS, Inc. (“WPXS”), the licensee of WPXS(TV), channel 21, Mount Vernon, Illinois.  WPXS requests the substitution of channel 11 for channel 21 at Mount Vernon.  WPXS filed comments reaffirming its interest in the proposed channel substitution and stating that it will apply for the channel if allotted, and promptly construct if authorized.
    

2. We believe the public interest will be served by substituting channel 11 for channel 21 at Mount Vernon because doing so will further the Commission’s goal of clearing UHF spectrum for new uses and allow WPXS to provide improved service to viewers.  Channel 11 can be substituted for channel 21 at Mount Vernon, Illinois as proposed, in compliance with the principal community coverage requirements of Section 73.625(a) of the Commission’s rules, at coordinates 38-40-13 N. and 86-34-46 W.  In addition, we find that this channel change meets the technical requirements set forth in Sections 73.616 and 73.623 of the Commission’s rules with the following specifications:
