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By the Assistant Chief, Audio Division, Media Bureau:

The Audio Division has before it a Petition for Rule Making (“Petition”) filed by Charles Crawford (“Petitioner”), proposing to amend the FM Table of Allotments, Section 73.202(b) of the Commission’s Rules, by allotting Channel 295A at Wright City, Oklahoma.  In compliance with Commission procedures,
 Petitioner has concurrently filed a FCC Form 301 application and paid the necessary filing fees.


2.
Background.  Petitioner proposes the allotment of Channel 295A at Wright City, Oklahoma, as a first local service.  Petitioner states that Wright City is an incorporated city in McCurtain County, Oklahoma with a 2010 U.S. Census population of 762 persons, and has its own city hall, post office, volunteer fire department, independent school district, police department, local churches, a chamber of commerce, and a number of local businesses.  Petitioner certifies that if Channel 295A at Wright City is allotted, he will participate in the auction for the channel and if awarded the permit, he will promptly build the station.  


3.
Discussion.  The proposed change in the FM Table of Allotment warrants consideration because it would provide a first local service at Wright City, Oklahoma.  A staff engineering analysis indicates that Channel 295A can be allotted to Wright City consistent with the minimum distance separation requirements of the Commission’s Rules with a site restriction located 14 kilometers (8.6 miles) east of the community.  The reference coordinates are 34-04-44 NL and 94-51-15 WL.  Accordingly, we seek comments on the proposed amendment to the FM Table of Allotments, Section 73.202(b) of the Rules, with respect to Wright City, Oklahoma:

However, any new written information elicited from such a request or a summary of any new oral information shall be served by the person making the presentation upon the other parties to the proceeding unless the Commission specifically waives this service requirement.  Any comment which has not been served on the petitioners constitutes an ex parte presentation and shall not be considered in the proceeding.  Any reply comment which has not been served on the person(s) who filed the comment, to which the reply is directed, constitutes an ex parte presentation and shall not be considered in the proceeding.

It should also restate its present intention to apply for the channel if it is allotted and, if authorized, to build a station promptly.  Failure to file may lead to denial of the request.

Cut-off protection.  The following procedures will govern the consideration of filings in this proceeding.

         
(a) 
Counterproposals advanced in this proceeding itself will be considered, if advanced in initial comments, so that parties may comment on them in reply comments.  They will not be considered if advanced in reply comments.  (See Section 1.420(d) of the Commission's Rules).

          
(b) 
With respect to petitions for rule making which conflict with the proposals in this Notice, they will be considered as comments in the proceeding, and Public Notice to this effect will be given as long as they are filed before the date for filing initial comments herein.  If they are filed later than that, they will not be considered in connection with the decision in this docket.

          
(c) 
The filing of a counterproposal may lead the Commission to allot a different channel than was requested for any of the communities involved.

Comments and Reply Comments; Service.
