FOR SMALL, MINORITY- AND WOMEN-OWNED BUSINESSES

The FCC’s Office of Communications Business Opportunities (OCBO) will host a Supplier Diversity Conference and Workshop focusing on private sector business opportunities for small-minority and women-owned businesses.
