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WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS BUREAU SEEKS COMMENT ON AT&T REQUEST FOR WAIVER OF GEOGRAPHIC COVERAGE REQUIREMENT FOR 700 MHZ LICENSE IN ALASKA

On October 11, 2016, AT&T Services, Inc., on behalf its subsidiary AT&T Mobility Spectrum LLC (AT&T), filed an application[footnoteRef:1] seeking waiver of Section 27.14(g) of the Commission’s rules requiring it to meet specific geographic coverage requirements.[footnoteRef:2]  Specifically, AT&T seeks to modify a Lower 700 MHz B Block license authorized for operation in the Wade Hampton, Alaska, Cellular Market Area (CMA315).
