Introduction

African administrations propose an addition of an allocation of 100 MHz to the geostationary MetSat in the band 18.3-18.4 GHz on a worldwide basis on the condition that existing and planned stations are protected. This can be done using Method A3 through inclusion in the existing No. 5.519.

Additional allocation:  the band 18.1-18.4 GHz is also allocated to the meteorological-satellite service (space-to-Earth) on a primary basis. Its use is limited to geostationary satellites and shall be in accordance with the provisions of Article 21, Table 21-4.

Reasons:
It is desirable to have a global allocation for MetSat and to have adequate frequency spectrum to satisfy the requirements of next-generation GSO MetSat systems. Furthermore, the next-generation GSO MetSats will improve compatibility with FSS systems and facilitate coordination under No. 9.7 for operation of both types of systems in the space-to-Earth direction.
