Brief Abstract/System Description: The Northbound and Southbound systems were designed to exchange data with Industry Canada (IC) in support of the COSER along the A-Line and C-Line boundary separating the US and IC to ensure that broadcast transmission applicants would not interfere with existing broadcast facilities.

Access and Use Constraints:  The CoSer automated system allows for the exchange of data (files) through tables between the Universal Licensing System (ULS) and the FCC and through the Internet via FTP between Industry Canada (IC) and the FCC. CoSer runs on the FCC Network and is accessible from the FCC Network/Database Apps Portals folder.  

The production server is located on the FCCSUN19W server and resides inside the firewall in a Sybase database.  FCC users access the production database through a PowerBuilder application. FCC users require a Sybase login to access the PowerBuilder processing module. AIG sets up user accounts in Sybase and the CoSer database administrator grants access to the CoSer production database.  
Each user receives an initial login and password and is able to change the password once they log into the system. Data are considered confidential but is accessible to the public using public queries available in the FCC public reference room.
