EchoStar Communications Corporation ("EchoStar"), filed on July 30, 1999 an Application for Review of the Memorandum Opinion and Order, 13 FCC Rcd 21841, and Order on Reconsideration, 14 FCC Rcd 10480, issued by the Cable Services Bureau dismissing EchoStar's program access complaint against Fox/Liberty Networks LLC, Fox Sports Net LLC and Fox Sports Direct (collectively "Fox").

On December 9, 1999, EchoStar filed with the Commission a Motion to Dismiss with Prejudice its Application for Review.  In its Motion, EchoStar states that it and Fox settled certain disputes between them, including this proceeding, and as part of the settlement agreement, EchoStar agreed to seek dismissal of its pending Application for Review.

Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that EchoStar's  Motion to Dismiss IS GRANTED and the Application for Review IS DISMISSED with prejudice.
