In this Order, we consider a motion ("Motion"), filed by the above-captioned Complainant, for an extension of time to file a reply to a Response filed by the above-captioned Respondent.  Complainant filed its Complaint on June 23, 2000, pursuant to 47 U.S.C. § 224. Respondent filed its Response on July 14, 2000.  Under the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. § 1.1407 (a), a reply from Complainant is due by August 14, 2000.  Complainant requests that the time for filing a reply be extended to September 5, 2000. In support of its Motion, Complainant argues that it has not received a complete copy of the Response because Respondent has redacted certain information that Respondent claims is confidential. Complainant further alleges that Complainant and Respondent have negotiated the terms of a mutually acceptable confidentiality agreement that Complainant expects to be executed shortly. Complainant states that Respondent does not oppose its Motion.

It is the policy of the Commission that extensions of time shall not be routinely granted.
 However, in this instance, Complainant cannot file a complete reply if it has not been provided with a complete copy of the Response.  The parties have negotiated an agreement that will result in Complainant receiving a complete copy of the Response. Complainant has provided us with a compelling reason that supports an extension of time.  Therefore, we will extend the time for filing a reply until August 30, 2000.

Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, pursuant to Sections 0.321, 1.46 and 1.1407 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.321, 1.46 and 1.1407, that Complainant’s  Motion for Extension of Time IS GRANTED TO THE EXTENT INDICATED HEREIN. 
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
