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By the Chief, Consumer Protection and Competition Division, Cable Services Bureau:

On December 1, 2000, Tele-Vue Systems, Inc. ("Tele-Vue") and the Marin Telecommunications Agency (the "Agency") filed with the Commission a joint motion to withdraw an appeal of a local rate order adopted by the Agency.  In its motion, Tele-Vue and the Agency request that the appeal, request for emergency stay, as well as all subsequent filings related to these proceedings be withdrawn and dismissed without benefit of substantive Commission review.

Accordingly,  IT IS ORDERED that the Joint Motion to Withdraw Appeal of Local Rate Order filed by Tele-Vue Systems, Inc. and the Marin Telecommunications Agency IS GRANTED and the appeal and request for emergency stay ARE DISMISSED.
