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JACK ZINMAN NAMED LEGAL COUNSEL 

TO THE COMMON CARRIER BUREAU CHIEF

Washington, D.C. – Jack Zinman has been appointed Legal Counsel to the Common Carrier Bureau Chief, Lawrence Strickling, of the Federal Communications Commission.  Mr. Zinman will advise the Bureau Chief on universal service and broadband issues.

Since November 1998, Mr. Zinman has worked in the Accounting Policy Division of the Common Carrier Bureau.  His primary responsibilities included high-cost universal service support and administration of the universal service fund.
