By the Common Carrier Bureau:

1. The Common Carrier Bureau (Bureau) has under consideration a request filed by Franklin County Schools (Franklin County), Carnesville, Georgia, on December 30, 1999.
  After a review of Franklin County’s request, it is unclear whether Franklin County seeks review of a decision by the Universal Service Administrative Company (Administrator) or a waiver of the Commission’s September 30, 1999, deadline for implementation of non-recurring services during year one of the schools and libraries universal service support mechanism.
  To the extent that Franklin County is appealing a decision by the Administrator, we extend, by sixty days, the deadline by which the Bureau must take action on Franklin County’s request.
  

2. Further, we have requested supplemental information from Franklin County regarding its request.  Franklin County must submit the supplemental information no later than April 5, 2000.  Franklin County’s failure to submit the additional information by that date will result in the dismissal of its request.

3. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, to the extent that the instant matter is an appeal of a decision by the Universal Service Administrative Company, the time period for taking action on the request filed by Franklin County Schools, Carnesville, Georgia, on December 30, 1999 IS EXTENDED BY sixty days, pursuant to section 54.724 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. § 54.724.
