By the Chief, Policy and Program Planning Division:

1. On November 23, 1998, the Idaho Public Utilities Commission (Idaho Commission) filed a petition for declaratory ruling requesting that the Federal Communications Commission treat CTC Telecom, Inc., a local exchange carrier (LEC) offering basic local exchange service, as an incumbent LEC for purposes of section 251(c) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. § 251(c). The Idaho Commission further requested that the Commission initiate a rulemaking to treat all similarly situated LECs as incumbent LECs. 1 

2. On September 11, 2001, the Idaho Commission filed a request to withdraw its November 1998 petition without prejudice.2  We hereby grant that request.  

3. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, pursuant to sections 0.91 and 0.291 of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.91 and 0.291, that the request of the Idaho Public Utilities Commission to withdraw its petition for declaratory ruling without prejudice, IS GRANTED and the above-captioned proceeding IS TERMINATED.
