On October 20, 1999, Connectiv Communications, Inc. (“CCI”), pursuant to Section 34(a)(1) of the Public Utility Holding Company Act of 1935 ("PUHCA"), as added by Section 103 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, Pub. L. No. 104-104, filed a supplemental application requesting a Commission determination that it is an exempt telecommunications company ("ETC").


CCI is a Delaware corporation and is headquartered in Newark, Delaware.  CCI is a subsidiary of Connectiv, a Delaware corporation, and a registered public utility holding company under PUCHA, as amended, with its headquarters in Wilmington, Delaware.  CCI was originally granted ETC status on September 9, 1997, ETC-97-16.   CCI states that it was formed to exclusively provide telecommunications services and that its present and future subsidiaries and affiliates will continue to engage directly in the business of providing local exchange, intrastate and interstate long distance, and international switched communications services either through existing or planned facilities or through the resale of existing common carrier services.   In it supplemental application, CCI states that in addition to these activities, CCI and its present and future subsidiaries and affiliates will also engage in activities related or incidental to the above activities.  CCI states that from time to time in the future they may also provide additional services and products permitted under the definition of an exempt telecommunications company as set forth in Section 34(a)(1) of PUHCA, as business opportunities arise and markets develop for such services and products.


In accordance with 47 C.F.R. § 1.5004, if the Commission does not issue an order denying CCI’s application within 60 days of receipt of this application, December 20, 1999, the application will be deemed granted as a matter of law.  In accordance with 47 C.F.R. § 1.5003, a person applying in good faith for a Commission determination of ETC status is deemed to be an ETC from the date of receipt of the application, October 20, 1999, until the date of Commission action pursuant to 47 C.F.R. § 1.5004.  In accordance with 47 C.F.R. § 1.5005, the Secretary of the Commission will now notify the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) if CCI is deemed to be an exempt telecommunications company.  In the event that the Commission issues an order within 60 days of receipt of the application denying the application, the Secretary will so notify the SEC.  Otherwise, the Commission will take no further action to grant this application.



This proceeding is considered a "permit but disclose" proceeding for purposes of the Commission's ex parte rules.  See generally 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.1200 ‑ 1.1206.  Persons wishing  to file comments, regarding the adequacy or accuracy of the ASCOM application requesting status as an ETC, must do so no later than November 12, 1999.  All comments should also be served on the applicant.  Reply comments must be filed no later than November 19, 1999.
