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On October 27, 1999, the Commission released a Public Notice seeking comment on a joint submission filed by the administrators for long-term local number portability, numbering administration, telecommunications relay services, and universal service support mechanisms.
  The Joint Submission filed by the administrators proposes procedures for gathering data from telecommunications carriers and other entities through the recently adopted Telecommunications Reporting Worksheet, which is used to calculate contributions to each of these four support and cost recovery mechanisms, and for sharing data between the administrators.
  The Commission directed interested parties to file comments on the Joint Submission no later than November 29, 1999 and reply comments no later than December 9, 1999.


The Universal Service Administrative Co. (USAC), administrator for the universal service support mechanisms, also has filed a letter seeking to be designated as the entity responsible for the data collection for these programs.
