COMMITMENT LETTERS

On March 17, 2000, the United States Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit issued an opinion addressing petitions for review of the Advanced Services First Report and Order.
  Although the court affirmed the Commission in several important respects, the court vacated and remanded certain aspects of the Commission’s Order for further consideration.  



In order to minimize disruptions in service during any proceedings on remand, the Chief of the Common Carrier Bureau (Bureau) has obtained written commitments from the Bell Operating Companies (BOCs) and the GTE Service Corporation (GTE) regarding their collocation practices while the Commission conducts remand proceedings.  Attached to this notice are the BOCs’ and GTE’s letters setting out each carrier’s commitment to provide collocation while the Commission conducts any proceedings on remand.  The Bureau is publishing these commitment letters to ensure that all competitive local exchange carriers (competitive LECs) are aware of the terms of the commitments.  The Bureau hopes that these commitments will facilitate the continuing development of competition in the local market and provide some measure of certainty to parties seeking collocation from incumbent LECs.
