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On April 14, 2000, the Universal Service Administrative Company (USAC), the administrator of the federal universal service support mechanism for schools and libraries, filed a petition for reconsideration and/or clarification
 of the revised standard for permissible service provider identification number (SPIN) changes set forth by the Commission in its March 16 Copan Order.
  In that Order, the Commission found that SPIN changes would be permissible whenever an applicant seeking support certifies that (1) the SPIN change is allowed under state and local procurement rules and under the terms of the contract between the applicant and the original service provider; and (2) the applicant has notified the original service provider of its intent to change service providers. 


Specifically, USAC seeks further guidance from the Commission on the following issues: (1)  whether the Copan guidelines are applicable to both pre-funding commitment and post-funding 

commitment SPIN changes; (2) whether the Copan guidelines are applicable to tariff and month-to-month service arrangements; (3) whether the principles set forth in the Copan decision should have retroactive effect; (4) whether a new Form 470 must be posted by a new service provider; and (5) how the Copan decision relates to changes in service content.

Interested parties may file comments on USAC’s petition by June 16, 2000.  Comments should refer to “CC Docket No. 96-45” and “File Number SLD-26231.”  Such filings may be filed using the Commission's Electronic Comment Filing System (ECFS) or by filing paper copies.  See Electronic Filing of Documents in Rulemaking Proceedings, 63 Fed. Reg. 24,121 (1998).


Filings submitted through the ECFS can be sent as an electronic file via the Internet to <http://www.fcc.gov/e-file/ecfs.html>.  Only one copy of an electronic submission must be filed.  In completing the transmittal screen, commenters should include their full name, Postal Service mailing address, and the applicable docket or rulemaking number.
