COMMON CARRIER BUREAU ANNOUNCES EFFECTIVE DATE OF AMENDMENTS TO TRUTH-IN-BILLING RULES

CC Docket No. 98-170
The Common Carrier Bureau of the Federal Communications Commission announces that the rule amendments adopted by the Commission in its Order on Reconsideration in the truth-in-billing proceeding, Truth-in-Billing and Billing Format, CC Docket No. 98-170, FCC 00-111 (rel. March 29, 2000), will take effect on August 28, 2000.  

The Commission’s truth-in-billing principles and guidelines are designed to reduce telecommunications fraud, such as slamming and cramming, by making telephone bills easier for customers to read and understand, and, thereby, making such fraud easier to detect.  Some of the amendments to the truth-in-billing rules adopted in the Commission’s Order on Reconsideration contained information collections.  A summary of the Order on Reconsideration was published in the Federal Register at 65 FR 43251 (July 13, 2000) and was corrected at 65 FR 45929 (July 26, 2000).  The information collections were approved by the Office of Management and Budget on July 21, 2000.  OMB No. 3060-0854.  This notice satisfies the statement in the Order on Reconsideration that the Commission would publish a document announcing the effective date of the order.
