This matter comes before the Commission as a Joint Motion of Illinois Bell Telephone Company, Inc. et al. and Pacific Bell, et al. (SBC) and Frontier Communications Services, Inc. et al. to Dismiss With Prejudice (Joint Motion). The above-captioned complaints addressed the defendants’ alleged nonpayment of per-call payphone compensation.
