By the Chief, Telecommunications Consumers Division, Enforcement Bureau:

1.
In this Order, we vacate our order denying NOS Communications, Inc.’s (“NOS”) request for confidentiality
 and dismiss its Application for Review of the Confidentiality Order as moot.

2.
By letter of inquiry, dated September 14, 2000, we requested certain information from NOS and/or any of its affiliates, parent companies, or subsidiaries concerning its marketing, tariffing, and billing practices in connection with the provision of interstate communication services.  In its September 28, 2000 response, NOS requested confidential treatment of the information it provided.  By the Confidentiality Order, we denied this request for failing to comply with the standards set forth in section 0.459(b) of the Commission’s rules.
  On November 9, 2000, NOS filed its Application for Review of the Confidentiality Order.

3.
As required by our rules, we have afforded the materials in question confidential treatment pending resolution of the Application for Review.  In the meantime, however, the Commission issued a Notice of Apparent Liability
 against the company.  In the NAL, we did not reveal any information contained in materials submitted by NOS under a claim of confidentiality, although some of the material was referred to in summary or aggregate form.  In the interest of administrative efficiency, we hereby vacate the Order denying confidentiality and dismiss NOS’s Application for Review as moot.

4.
Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that the Confidentiality Order, released by the Telecommunications Consumers Division of the Enforcement Bureau on November 3, 2000 IS VACATED.

5.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that NOS Communications, Inc.’s Application for Review, filed on November 9, 2000, IS HEREBY DISMISSED as moot.

6.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this Order is effective upon release.
