ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME
Adopted:  June 6, 2000
Released:  June 7, 2000
By the Chief, Office of Engineering and Technology:

1.  On June 5, 2000, Final Analysis Communications Services, Inc. (“Final Analysis”) submitted a motion to the Commission to extend the reply comment deadline in the above captioned proceeding from June 6, 2000 to June 22, 2000.  Final Analysis states that Itron filed a Petition for Rulemaking that requests an allocation of frequencies in the 1427-1432 MHz band for automatic meter reading and utility telemetry on a primary basis.
  Final Analysis argues that an extension should be granted, since the 1427-1432 MHz band has been proposed for allocation on a primary basis for medical telemetry equipment to be operated in a new Wireless Medical Telemetry Service (“WMTS”).
  Final Analysis notes that a decision on the proposed allocation for MWTS is expected to be considered by the Commission at its June 8, 2000 agenda meeting.    Final Analysis believes that the Commission’s decision in the WMTS proceeding will have significant implications for the reply comments on the Itron petition.  Extending the reply comment date to June 22, 2000 would permit all parties to develop a more complete and appropriate response.

2.  The Commission does not routinely grant extensions of time in rule making proceedings.  However, we believe that providing more time will enable Final Analysis and other parties to submit additional information that will be beneficial to the record in this proceeding.  Accordingly, we agree to extend the reply comment deadline.  IT IS ORDERED that the time for filing reply comments in the above captioned proceeding IS EXTENDED to June 22, 2000.

3.  This action is taken pursuant to the authority found in Sections 4(I), 301, 302, 303(e), 303(f), and 303® of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(I), 301, 302, 303(e), 303(f), and 303®; and pursuant to Sections 0.31, 0.241 and 1.46 of the Commission’s Rules, 47 CFR    §§ 0.31, 0.241 and 1.46.
