 AUTONUM   By this Order, we set aside in part, on our own motion, that portion of the International Bureau's (Bureau's) MTN Order
 that requires the Maritime Telecommunications Network, Inc. (MTN) to terminate service on 34 ships by October 6, 2000.  This Order allows MTN to continue operating pursuant to its previous grant of Special Temporary Authority, including the conditions contained in that authority.
