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FCC TO ACCEPT APPLICATIONS FOR LOW POWER FM STATIONS IN Connecticut, Illinois, Kansas, Michigan, Minnesota, Mississippi, Nevada, New Hampshire, Puerto Rico, Virginia, and Wyoming
Applications from schools, churches and community groups will be accepted 

from August 28 to September 1


Washington, DC— The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) announced today that it would be accepting the second round of applications for the Low Power FM Radio stations  (LPFM) from August 28 to September 1, 2000.


In a Public Notice issued today, the FCC said that applications will be accepted in this second filing round from qualified non-profit educational institutions or organizations or governmental entities in the states of Connecticut, Illinois, Kansas, Michigan, Minnesota, Mississippi, Nevada, New Hampshire, Puerto Rico, Virginia, and Wyoming.


This new service means that millions of Americans – such as members of schools, churches, minority groups, public safety agencies, volunteer fire departments and other local community groups – will now have an opportunity to use the public airwaves to serve their local communities.


During the first filing window, from May 30 to June 8, the FCC received over 700 applications from groups in the states of Alaska, California, the District of Columbia, Georgia, Indiana, Louisiana, Maine, the Mariana Islands, Maryland, Oklahoma, Rhode Island and Utah.  


Filing windows for the remaining three groups of states are expected to be held in November 2000, February 2001, and May 2001.


The state groupings were selected by a random lottery held on March 27.  (For more information on the order in which applications will be accepted and for more information on the new LPFM service in general, consult the FCC’s website at www.fcc.gov.)
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
