 Lake Cedar Group LLC has filed a petition for expedited special relief and declaratory ruling, requesting that the Commission issue an Order preempting a resolution by the Board of County Commissioners of Jefferson County, Colorado, which denied their application to rezone certain land owned by members of the group to permit construction of a multi-user antenna tower to accommodate the new digital television antennas required of the group’s members.  (Resolution No. CC99-427, issued on August 3, 1999.)  Initial comments in opposition have been filed by the County of Jefferson, Colorado and by the Canyon Area Residents for the Environment.  Comments in support have been filed by the National Association of Broadcasters.  The Lake Cedar Group has also filed a site study entitled “Denver DTV Site Investigations” (December 1999). 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NATURE OF PETITION:

Lake Cedar Group seeks to construct, at a current antenna farm, a new tower and transmitter building that would carry the digital antennas for five television stations and new antennas for several FM stations already operating from other towers at the site, and would ultimately replace four existing adjacent towers and associated transmitter buildings.  The County has denied Lake Cedar Group’s zoning application, and Lake Cedar Group has appealed the County Commissioners’ decision to the local court.  Petitioner contends that the County’s adverse action is preempted by the Supremacy Clause because it unreasonably frustrates important federal policies and because it places Lake Cedar Group’s member television licensees in a position in which compliance with both state and federal regulations is impossible.
