ADAM KRINSKY NAMED COMMISSIONER TRISTANI’S LEGAL ADVISOR FOR INTERNATIONAL AND WIRELESS ISSUES

Commissioner Gloria Tristani has named Adam Krinsky to be her Legal Advisor for international and wireless issues.  He replaces Karen Gulick.  

Since August, Krinsky has been serving as Interim Legal Advisor to Commissioner Tristani.  Before his current appointment, he had been Senior Legal Advisor to the Chief of the International Bureau.
