August 16, 2000COMMENTS INVITED ON PROPOSED GIFT OF “E-LEARNING” TOOLS TO CREATE AN ON-LINE CURRICULUM MODEL FOR TRAINING OF FOREIGN REGULATORS

The Federal Communications Commission has been offered assistance in creating an “e-Learning” training course for international regulators.  The assistance, valued at $140,000.00, is offered by Cisco Learning Institute (CLI), a 501(c)(3) tax exempt foundation affiliated with Cisco Systems.  The proposed gift would be used to enable the Commission’s staff to create an on-line curriculum in nine languages out of eight existing training modules.  This training course reflects the FCC’s core principles of competition, transparency and efficiency, and also  outlines the Commission’s technology-specific practices and procedures for use by foreign regulators.  Making this course available online would allow the foreign regulators who currently participate in the Commission’s International Visitors’ program and others to receive training using their own computers at their own convenience saving both their resources and those of the Commission.

Acceptance of this proposed gift would be made under the Commission’s statutory

gift acceptance authority.  47 U.S.C. § 154 (g)(3).  Pursuant to that authority, the Commission is empowered to accept unconditional gifts, donations, and bequests in furtherance of its regulatory functions.  Under its rules implementing this authority, the Commission may, at its discretion, provide public notice before accepting a gift in order to receive public comments.

Accordingly, the public is invited to file comments with the Commission’s General Counsel’s office regarding CLI’s offer to furnish developmental resources and software to produce this curriculum as a gift to the Commission.  Comments should be filed on or before Wednesday, August 23, 2000.
