Sherille Ismail has been named Deputy Director of the Office of Legislative and Intergovernmental Affairs.  He will assist the Director by planning, developing, and coordinating the FCC's legislative program.  He will also be responsible for handling issues such as access charge reform, local and long-distance competition, advanced telecommunications services, and international satellite policy.
