Mr. Speaker. H.R. 4850 protects con-
eumere by preventing unresonabie
rate hikese by improving the cable In-
dustry's customer service prctces.
and by promoting the development of a
competitive marketplace. House Reso-
lution 523 is carefully crafted rule
that will expedite consderaton of this
important legislatilon. I urge my col-
leagues to support the rule and the bill.

Mr. Speaker, there ma a lot of Indus-
try squabbles that are involved in this
bill, but nonetheless, they have male
the consumer provisions the heart of
the legielatlon, They are: rate protec-
tion for cable conrumer universal
customer service standard, ensuring
that local over-the-air brodcast t-
tion are carried on cable ystems, and
i.ally protecting cstomers from egre-
gious behavior on the part of a limited
number of cable operator.

I think what we must do. Mr. Speak-
er, iJ p; a bill that will be sagned into
Law. Let us p*s a good, moderate bill
that does the job. that provides a lu-
tlon to four Issue that I mentioned be-
fore. Let Us not make just a polltical
statement on a whole swt of other is-
sues. Three yeas have been put nto
this bill. Let it not go to waste.

The second point that I want to
make is that while there re legtimate
consumer meuures that the gentleman
from Massachusetts Mr. MArLeTr, the
gentleman fom Mihian Mr. Dr-
aELLI. and the minority have put in
and that should be preserved. ths i
not. as one consMer org&Iatlof
claims, the consumer issue of the dec-
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ade. We need to put thin bill in perspeo-
tive. This Is an mportcnt consumer
Lssue. Our constituents do want us to
deal with cable rates. but It is also a
vehicle for three powerful Industries,
the cable industry, the brodcast in-
dustry. and the progrrm production In-
dustry, to settle disputes that will
favor one group over the other.

I hope the final version of the cable
bill preserves a regulatory environ-
ment thst allows the cable industry
and emerging competitors like DBS op-
erators to have the freedom and incen-
tlve to Invest in new programming.
service, and Infrastructure. From my
perspective, a cable bill does need to be
passed. So If the question Is Doe the
cable Industry need new rules? The an-
ewer is yes. But does It need to be over-
regulated to death? The annwer is no.
Do they deserve to be regulated like a
utility? The answer i no.

The 1964 Cable Act. for all of tlu
shortcomrngs, wu a success. Here is
why. In 1964. 37 m-iion Americans re-
ceived cable. Now there are over S0 mil-
lion Americans getting cable. And the
average cable system in 194 had 24
channels. Now the averge system has
30 to S3 channels.

And the cable industry hs produced
an enormous amount of quality new
programming: sports eventr, children
shows. news, public affairs program-
mlng, entertainment, avel-to-grvel
coverare of the Congress gavel-to-
gavel coverage of the conventions not
by the broadcasting industry, but by
cable.

We should build on the uccesses of
the Cable Act and make chAnges that
L-e fair. but not punitive.

Mr. Speaker. we have before us a
good bill. There are a lot of amend-
ments that are killer amendments and
that would derail this legislation I do
believe that we have a compromise
that can be signed. We need to move
Into conference with the Senate. Thin
is imnportant legislation. mybe not the
most Important consumer bill in the
lut 10 yeas. but clearly a bill that
should become law. The consumer
wants action and at the same tUm we
must deal with three industries with
billions of dollars in remenue. Let uS
not tilt the balance among thee Indus-
tries unfairly. Let us keep It balanced.
and most Importantly. let us make
sure that we pass legislation that still
allow for new investment and ncen-
tives for programming nd ultimately
the American consumer.

However. It is Important for people
to know that thli rule prohibits my
colleague, the gentlemnm from Ohlo
(Mr. EcxAjRr]. and myself from offering
La amendment which le * germane
amendment to the cable bill that would
give brordcaters the right to control
their only product. their signal.

Mr. Speaker. I am astounded that we
have been denied the right to argue an

sueo that is central to the cable de-
bate. I would sa oentral to the futum
of televsldon communication policy in
this country.

As we discuss the legislation before
us today, mny statements will be
made about the monopoly status of
oable and about the need to foster com-
petition in the industry. Yet the gen-
tleman from Ohio [Mr. ZATs] and
myself have been denied the oppor-
tunity to offer an amendment which
would strengthen the competitive rel-
tionhlp between the brodcasters nd
cable.

While Congres should not be in the
business of picking wlnners or loeers in
thit debate we do have an obligation
to &smre that the playing field is level
The Eckart-Fleldr amendment, other-
wis known " retransmission oonsent,
would have given local TV stations the
right to negotiate with cable operators
over the termn and conditions of their
carriage on cable.

Curently broadcaster have no
rtghts in the video marketplac virl--
vin the cable. Under current law a local
cable operator oun take a local broad-
castr' dsignal, the only product of the
broadcaster, without prmission of the
brodctar,. and for free. The cble op-
erator then turns around and "Ils tht
signal to the able oonsumer at a mo-
nopoly price, and u the profit to cre-
ato competing programmng wich
cuts into the broladcsterr udienc
and his only aouro of revnue, the ad-
vert/ainl market.

Cable systems routinely pay the Dis
ovey Cannel Cable News Network.

TNT. and others to carry their pro-
ramming so why should they not py

the local broadcaster to carry the local
new well?

I think t Is tmportant to remember
that In 12 in the Communiatlons Act
Congres gave the right to control that
signal to the broadcter be It TV or
radio. In 19., the FCC gave a spc l
exmption to fledgling indutry. the
cable industry. Now we have a 30 bil-
lion Industry.

The amendment that the gentlemn
from Ohio (Mr. E.cALTl and I want to
offer would have restored the original
congressional intent. However, in e-
sence brodcsters are being forced to
sublidl. their chief competitor, which
has evolved into a healthy D20 billion
giant. I would ask my colleagues here
in the House. cn anyone think of a

single other business where one oom-
p&Ay usee Its oompetltor's products for
ree and then oompete with thrt oom-

petitor by using the prolts from sell-
ing that product? The gentlemn trom
Ohio (Mr. &ECx and I cannot think
of any such situation

Retranmislon oonent would have
addressed the existing competitive m-
balanm by resolving the issue fairly in
the marketplace to negotiations be-
tween the local broadcaster and the
local cable opertor.

Mr. Speaker. retransmission consent
language Is already in the Senate cable
bill. It was approved by the Sub-
committee on Telecommunications and
Finance of the Committee on Enorgy
and Commerce before being removed at
the full committee level for luridic-
tionrl reaons. If we had been Lllowad
the opportunity to debate the Issue
today. I am convinced that
retransmssion consent would have
overwhelmingly passed the House.

I am sorely dlsappointed Ctht the
Committee on Ruleo has denied the
Members of this Chamber the oppor-
tunity to support an amendment that
s so vrltal to the future of fre over-
the-r television. It is clr that an
open discussion was refused in order to
plea ertain special interests who op-
pose our proposaL

Mr. peaker, th action sends a ter-
rible signal that we a.r &uls&n the
intreu of the wealthy and the power-
ful t the expense of the viewing pub-
lic. The lue oentral to this mend-
ment was poprletry rights: who con-
trols the signml, who controls the de-
veloped product The result could be
los of local news The reult could be
the los of local public intaert pro-
gramming.

It
would have addressed a growg threat
to somethin all Americana take foi
grnted--tht local TV settion are the
principal means by which they can
know Lnd understand what is going on
in their communities; the princlpal
means by which their communitie a
reflected back to them.

In the lat decade or so. much has
changed in the way Americans receive
their news and entertainment on their
televilion ets. And. in the put, those
local televisions stations provided all
the services we call localism and made
a lot of money doing it. Today, those
same TV stations tll provide thoe
srrtce.s-r. stll the only television
srrtoe required by law. regulation, and
license to provide those service

But, during that time, the market-
plce hs chnged dramatially. Local
broadcast TV is no longer the gold
mine it once wa. Competition from
new and diverse technologies has
changed that. And that is OL But if
thoe broadcaswtrs must compete with
the added burden of providing local
programming but with limitations on
thelr blillty to compete for reenwe.
the localism we take for granted can
and will disapper with the TV tations
themslves. None of the oomptitor to
the locl staton re required to po-
vide the viewing publlo with that loc-
lam service.

The amendment I wish had been
made in order by this rule would hae"
addresed this itution. It would ha
recognised brosdstem
retransmsson consent rights, thues s-
tablishint fair competltion In the loo
marketplacm.

Further, retrsmisdon conent re-
lise on compeltm, Itsel--not regulb-
tion-to check any antloompetltive be-
havtor of cable operUors. It trees t
tione to neWotiate with local cable y-
tm without Governmet intawetion
or coerlon. Retansmsson oont m
doe not intrude into the wvte bus-
nes of either cabl op tor a local
broadcasters It permits ngoton
but does not dtate the term of arn
agrnemnt that thesm two parem
choose to enter nto. Indeed it doe
not require that the two pertle come
to terms at all.

I believe tht the maority of Mem-
ber support legislation to addre to-

day's problems with the cable lndustry.
But a retrnanmission consent provilion
would also protect broadcasters' rights
in their signl,. allow them to function
more effectively In the marketplace
and assure they can continue to pro-
vide the basio local service that only
they have been required to offer since
the Communications Act ws first
passed 58 years ago.

I rise tod to expres
my diamy that the amendment to be
offered by the gentleman rom Texs
IMr. F=m l was not made in order.
While I underrtand that ther is varied
opinion on ths Issue.

opportunity to debate on the floor dur-
ing debate on H.. 850.

The Fields amendment would have
provided for retransmission consent
option for ree. over-the-air broad-
casters. The intent of the amendment
wu to give bargilning power to local
broadcasters when neotiotin the
terms of cable carrige-not to srvre as
a eubsidy for major networks. Unfortu-
nately, we will not have the oppor-
tunity to fully addrss the mrit of
this oposal today.

Oounter to what opponents m
uoVU retranmlsion consent is a
local Issu. It affect brodcasters and
the pbl service which they povitd
to their oommunlts It is an issu of
local station carrying local rogram-
ming and news about local nterests.

My first job out of college was with
an ABC affilate. In l9S, I beg a -
year period of rpoting ad anchoring
with XOMO-TV in Seatt. I saw fis
hand how vluable news and prgrm-
ming. roduced by local broadcasters
Ir to com unities. I also undrstand
the impt that the cable industry as
had o local telvision staton. Pro
grUmming which serve the needs of a
communit ar being rebroadca by
cable oompLani without any retn to
th ffliated or independent sttion
for the effort and cost required to
produce that publio service.

Without retransmision oonsent op-
tion. local broadcasters ae Ultrally
being forced to subsedize their own
competition No Industry should be

subject to such an lnequity. Brsad-
cuters are merely asing to receive a
portion of the payment that cable op.
eratorn ar already charg.ng their c.s-
tomers for this service In their basic
package rates.

Could you imagine a successful cable
company which did not carry local
broadcuting to its customers? Could
you imagine turning on your television
and instead of getting your local news
on channel 4. your only news option
was a superstation, or even a variety of
superstations. I think my colleagues
would agree that a great de-al would be
losrt- ene of community.

Cable operators will argue that they
would never elect not to carry local
networks. However. if the retransmlsI
sion consent option is not considered.
we may find that local networks are
unable to survive the increasing .eve-
nue losses. Who then would be left 'o
cover the story on a local high school
football team winnng a State cham-
pionship. or the heroics of a ',t:te Crl
whose 911 emergency call saved .er
mother's life?

Mr. Speaker. this amendment would
have provided a practical and reason-
able response to one major Inequity in
today's video marketplace. I ure all of
my colleagues to support retransmis-
sion consent later In the legislative
process.

Mr. MOARLEY. Mr. Speaker. for pur-
poses of debate only.

Mr. COOPER. Mr. Speaker. I would
like to alert our colleagues to a very
important amendment that Is going to
be coming up on this very important
cable bill. The amendment is the Tau-
in amendment. I would like to urge all

our colleagues, thoe on the floor and
back in their offices. to focus on that
amendment. t s the hert and oul of
this bill

People on both side of the alile have
aid what thly relly want in cable TV

is competition. Competition is the best
way to lower price for cable TV and
improve service Competition is the an-
swer. and the only real way to get com-
petitio is through the Tauin amend-
ment program acc What program
access doe is allow competitive cable
companies in ome cae these re
going to be rival cable companies
themselves ometimes they are going
to be satellte dish companle. Some-
times thy ar going to. be wireless
cable oompnie. Lotr of technologies
are involved.

What the amendment doe is give
thes compnie a chance to buy the
hot program a chanc to compete in
the marketplace to buy the hot shows
that people want to watch on TV be-
cause you can have cable company A
and you can have cable complnY B. but
if cable company B has none of the hot
shows, nobody is going to want to sub-
scribe. You re not going to have any
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real competition. So progrm acoess
may sound like a technical amend-
ment, but It is a vitally important
amendment

This bill I not a good bill without
the Tauzln amendment.

I would laose like to urge my col-
leagus not to be fooled by 'he Manton
substitute. It lookJ good .: the sur-
face. It does not, however. ;,ovlde real
program access. It does not give thee
competitive cable complanies chance
to go out and really bid on the pro-
gram.

For example. It may help some sat-
elllte dishes the 10-foot wide dishes,
the old-fashoned dishes It does noth-
Ing for the new diahe that everybody
wants, the 2-foot wide dishes, the
dishes that you can carr home in the
trunk of your car, the dishea that you
can set up easly where you live, in-
cluding on your condo balcony or your
apartment balcony, the dishes that ar
going to transform the video market-
place of this great country.

Let us have real competition In the
delivery of multchannel video erv-
lceas To do that. vot "no" on Mantoa.
vote "yes" on Ttuzn.

Mr. DRE-ER of California Mr.

I bring the perspective of somebody
who worked in broadcsting for 14
years. in Washington State, llk my
colleagues. the gentleman from Wash-
ington (Mr. CRANDLS I and the en-
tlemsn tfom Wahington [Mr. Swrl'L
here in Wahington. DC. and back in
my home State of WIconsn.

If you look at my home television
market of Madison WI it i a peifeOt
example. There an thre local network
LffIates and one independent

There is no guarantee that the local
cable systms have to carry any of
those statlon period. They might
choose to carry two of them and elimi-
na the other two. which puts the two
not carried at a geat comnpetive dis-
advantage.

There Is absolutely no ability for the
local broadcasting station to be paid
for the fact that the cable system
reache out, gras the signal, repack-
ages it, lle It, and makes money off of
It

Finally, and perhaps more impor-
tantly. the local stations have no abil-
Ity whatsoever to reach an agreement
with the local cable system about what
channel they are going to be replayed
on. So a station. such as channel 7 here
In Washington, might flnd itself chan-
nel 7 on one cable system. channel 17
on another. 27, 33. 52 64, and the com-
binations are endlesa.

As the gentleman from Washington
[Mr. 8wtr]) and the gentleman from
Washington (Mr. CLNDLZR] have said
broadcasters today face a much dif-
ferent economic climate than they did
in the past, and It is important that we
lay down some fundamental principles.
especially because of the new forms of
video distribution which shortly will be
arriving on the scene.

We have heard about the promise
tody of telephone company delivery of
video, direct satellite broadcuting,
and wireless cable. In tho future there
may be even more technologies. If
broadcsters do not have the right to
protect their signals and negotiate
with these newer technologies they
will find in the future they may not be
able to survive at all.

Mr. MOAILEY. Mr. Speaker. I yield
2 minutes to the gentleman from Lou-
isiana [Mr. TAUE1].

swer consumers' legitlmate concerns
that they have a chance at a oompel-
tv price marketplace.

The Taun amendment will give you

that oompetitive price marketplace.
What It will do, we will show you. Is
that. aoording to the FCC. when com-
petitlon exists in cable-and It only ex-
lets in 5 percent of the cable markeot-
where ompetition does exist. cable
rates ll by as much a 34 percent. We
will demonstrate for you that consum-
er are losing 4 blUlon annually to
monopoly cable rate because the mo-
nopoly cable compnaies face no com-
peattion In 95 percent of the market-
place

Thls law will decide between MANro
and TAUN. but to get to ths Taaun
amendment, to give conmsmers the
chan they got on the other side when
the Senate voted 73 to 18 for a snimiar
amendment like Tauin to get to that
vote we are going to have to defeat the
Manton amendment. It is ta amend-
ment crafted for the big cable comp,-
nles. designed for the cable compaies,
and unless we defeat It we are never
going to do anything for the consumers
of television in America.

Mr. DREIER of California Mr.

Mr. HARRIS. Mr. Speaker. I thank
the gntleman for yielding time to me.

Mr. Speaker, we have heard a lot of
mislnformation about an issue that
may in this Chamber hoped would be
debated here today-retranumision
conwsnt.

The cable industry hus pent a lot of
money and effort at scaring the Amer-
lcan people about this concept They
even ran ads on their cable systems
and sent out yers In their cable bills
warning customers that if
retransmission consent were enacted.
they would have to begin charging a 20-
percent urcharge on every cable bill to
pay the networks for their program-
ming.

Wel, as we know now, this campaign
of misinformation hs been completely
discreditd There is no 20 or any other
percent surcharge on cable bUls that
would ari fom this change in com-
munications law. And networks would
not even be a party to thes local nego-
tatlons, except in thoe few instance
where they themselves own a local st-
tion.

What retrdnsmlsson oonsent will do
is timply allow local stations to enter
into negotiations with local cable oper-
atore for the right to us their only
product-their broadcast ignal. This Is
a fundamentl oommunications right
which has been grnted to broadcsters
inoe the Radlo Act of 192, but which

an exception for cable was made in
1959, when cable was nothing more than
an antenna service.

Today. cable it a 1 billion-a-year
industry. It creat and owns much of
the prgrmming It provide on Its
wires It is the sole gatekesper for the
vildo cholo of over 60 percent of
American home. It no longer needs-
and broadcsters can no longer afford-
the subsiddj whih local station must
provide to cable when cable uses those
signals without negotiations over the
terms and oondlttons of that usage.

I do not know of any other area of
American oommere where one bu.i-
nes is allowed to take the product of A
competitor for fee-ell1 It to the pub
llo at a monopoly rice-and then uw
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the profits from that transaction to
crete competing products. But that is
exActly what we have with cable and
local broadcsuter And if It does not
get corrected oon local stations will
simply be forced to cut bck further
sLnd turther on their local services, In-
claAiing local news. weather reports.
public service. and pubUlc- dair pro-
grsming. That bardly serve the pub-
lic interest.

Mr. Spesker. I support the effort to
Include this provision when the House
and Sente confersee meet to work out
a .e.sl oer on of cable lgisaon.
Such a provsion is fair Lnd reaonable.
It would not force cable to pay one
cent for anything. What it would do ti
allow there to be & marketplace be-
tween broadcuters and cable opera-
tors. and that I something all of us
should support.

years.

Communications Policy Act 7 years
ago, there has been tremendous growth
of the cable industry. In 1985. only 37
percent of households had cable :le-
vision: today cable Is In 61 percent of
American homes.

Wthle the quallty and divers-.y of
programming bas greatly rcrea.ed
during thl period. ubcrlbers are con-
cerned because cable 'rtea have scy-
rocketed Between 1986 a:d 1~91.

While I am on the subject of tele-
phone companies getting into the
cable, lot me say that the Bush admin-
lstration's most recent. gamblt of get-
ting the FCC to let local phone compe-
nie transmit cable televison does not
negate the need for this legislston.

At some point down the road, com-
petition from the telephone companies
and other sources will work to keep
cable prices down and offer consumers
greater diversity in programming, but
that is at least a decade away. Also,
there are a number of questions that
must be answered. including who is
going to pay the billions of dollars
needed to develop a video-telephone
network.

Let us firt attempt to rectify the
problems that exist in the current
cable structure, then look to expanding
the marketplace.

This bill has provisions that call for

continued rigorous enforcement of
equal opportunity rules designed to im-
prove opportunitiee for minorities and
women

Although there hs been increaed
equal employment opportunitiee in the
cable industry since 19. when the
first Cable Act was enacted the is
still room for improvement. A look at
the FCC Employment Trend Reports
shows that the majority of female and
minority employees continue to be
clustered in low-paying positions par-
ticularly office and clerical positions

The percentage of professonal posi-
tlons held by ethnic minorities has not
increased ignificantly since l6 In
fact. in the cse of African-American
rmales, there has been a decrus. Ao-
cordtng to the FCC, in 190, 4.1 percent
of professional positions were held by
blacks. compared with 3.6 percent in
1991. This bill requires licensees to s-
tablish a program that ensures cable
operators hire and promote a
workforce that reflectu the diveridty of
the community It serves.

An I aid in the beginning, it Ie not
my intent to saddle th cable Industry
with unneeded regulstion. This bill of-
fers consumer protection, encourae
competition. and eto much needed
rate reuon. I urge my oolleagues
to vote in favor of thl bill. It is time
we oined the Senate in approving
cable legislation that is proconum
without being anticable.

I hope that everyone will support the
bill and the rule.

Mr. Speaker. I must reluctantly ris
in opposition to this rule today be
cause it fails to recogni the value of
locally oriented broadcasting.

For years, many American TV vlew-
ere have come to depend on the local
news, weather, public service. sports,
·nd publio affairs progranming of
their local television stations Thee
broadcaster have served us well a
they meet their public interest obliga-
tions u FCC licensee

But they face a grave future unles
they can gain a more equal footing
with their chief competitors OGiven the
current situation, where cable can take
broadcast dsgnals for froe, ll them for
a profit. then use thoe proflt to cr-
ate competing programming, broad-
caster are now in the terrible poidtion
of having to mubidize a wealthy and
succesful competitor. If this go" un-
checked. we will se local stations hav-
ing to cut back on those local ervioes
which make them unique mong video
providers.

Mr. Speaker, we cannot afford to let
that happen. We need strong, locally-ll-
censd stations to provide that local
programming which cannot be pro-
duced elsewhere. I hd hoped that
today, we could have voted on an
amendment which my fiends, the gen-
tlemnm from Ohio [Mr. ECA1T and the
gentleman from Texas (Mr. FMLD
wanted to offer. That amendment.
known as retruanmmion consent,
would set up an opton system for
broadcaste

Local stations could choose either
must-crry, which is already part of
the bill, or they could waive must-
carry and seek to negotiate the terms
and conditions of their cable carriage
directly with cable operators. This sec-
ond option would give broadcuters the
opportunity to brgain for the value
their signals provide to local cable op-
erator And given that nearly two-
thirds of cable viewing is of thes local
broadcast gnals it's clear that theae
stations deserve more than they are
currently getting.

A recent survey conducted by the Na-
tional Asociation of Broadcasters of
L000 dults show that nearly 60 percent
of thos eurveyed agre that t Is un-
air that cable systems do not have to

pay broadcaster for the right to use
their rogramming. That findin mere-
ly suppors the oommonsense approch
I tak which is that retranmission
consent Is the only way broadcast
can reooup the value that their ig
nals-their only product-provide to
cable.

I share the disalpointment of many
here that this ue wasu not made in
order A an amendment to the cable
bill. The Eckt-Flelds amendment has
been extensively discussed in the En-
ergy and Commeros Committee. and it
absolutely deserves to be a pat of to-
day's debate. Since this resolution fails
to rule the retransmiasion consent
amendment in order, I cannot support
It, and I strongly encourage my col-
leagues to vote "no."

In a word. Mr. Ch.irma., Congress
made an Lmportant decision in 194k
and that deciion was, and i · uo-
case.

But in the years sine 1964, we have
also encountered problems.

In some Jurisdctions. cable operators
took advantage of price deregulation to
ris rte ove htat ws Justified.

That Is clesrly wrong.
And unfortunately. in hr too many

of thoe Instuances cable TV customers
have had no other cable company to
turn to. It wau ll-or-nothinr with the
only ranchls in town.

At the sme time, far too many cable
operators were not ready for the num-
ber of homes who adgned up.

Customer serce was woefully poor
in many area And It was far below
the minimum level that rising cable
prices demanded.

There have also been repeated oom-
plaint& from other industrle--includ-
ing DB8, MMDS TVRO ad others--
that the cable industry wu refusing to
provide programming to potental com-
petitors

On the one hand. cable operators
wer riven reedom from price regula
tion. and on the other hand they were
stiing any potential competition by
locking up programmlng.

The Telecommunications 8ub-
commIttee hs carefully examinod the
cable industry over the last 4 yers and
hmu compiled an extnaive record on
problems In the industry.

Our committee record provide clear
evidence thAt there have been numer-
ous Instances of abudsvely high rates
and poor customer erVo.

But when we have dentified thes
problems we have acted to deal with
them responsively effectively and

Neaiftly. 3 yed out
Neerly 3 years ao. I laid out a chal-

lenge to leaders of the cabl ndustry. I
told them the acts of life In Colngress
and I said that If they wre unwilling
to clean up problems in their industry.
Congr would do it for them

I laid out six-point Vp ftr ou-
tomer srvloe, which included a re
streint on ris In cable TV rates. hir-
ing more customr srvie rep
resenttive, dding additional tele-
phone line if neceary. In ahort I
told them to do the job they should
have been doing all along.

Not long after that, Charman DD
GZLL. Chairman MART. Congressman
Lrr and I put together a respoMible
piece of legislaion. It had bro bipar-
tisan upport and it pssed the House
of epreentatives overwhelmingly 2
yesre aco.

It died in the other body. But earller
this yer. the other body tried to pick
up where It left off.

I would like to commend my col-
leagues in the other chamber for at-
tempting to follow our lead, but the
act is the legislation they passed I

nothing like the bill the House of Rep-
resenttives approved 2 yearse ago.

Frankly. I am distressed at how th
ssue has evolved in the last everl

months, for an important reason:
Our oal should not be to ba h the

cable industry. It should not be to un-
dermine th euoess of thoe 198 Act.

Our goal should not be any different
fom what it wasu year Wo:

We should ps a solid. effective
practical piece of legislation that ad-
drese real problems in the industry.
that proteou oonsume rom oxoeesive
rate hikes and that gives consumer
the servioe they deserve.

We should not pass a wih list of pro-
poeal that wJ1l only do mor harm
than good.

I stronlrY support rate regulation for
abusive cable operators, and I w1ll vote
for such an approach

I also support Strengrthning the Fed-
eral o law on stimulating oompetition.
We should not allow members of the
cable Industry to refuse to deal with
potential oompetitors asd that I why
I am supporting the Manton mend-
ment.

We must make sure that cable TV
cuntomers et the srvio to which
th a entitled. and I support povi-
aone that will improve customr serv-
Ice.

In oonclusion Mr. Chairman. I hope
tht. we wll work thLs fternoon to
produce leglation that protectu con-
Csamra.

As we oonsder this bill today, and
we continue toward a conference with
the enate I am going to do *very-
thing I can to enct effective consumer
safeguards improve customer serve,
hold down rae hikes, and prevent un-
necesaa- and unwarranted costs fom
bein pssed on to conumers.

For everal years, mor leagne bas-
bll and othr professional spo
leaue have rpetdl rquested reg-
ulato and legislative change that
would have the affect of hindeing or
reventing supertions from continu-

ing to crry the sports into millons
of hom cross the Nation.
Man sports fan can't afford the

high cost of taing their famlles to a
professional grme. That's why I at-
tempted to have adopted an amend-
ment to the cable bill. H.R 480. that
would prevent major league baseball
from blacking out baseball on
euperstatons

Across thi Nation there are hun.
dredA of thousands of sports fns. many
of them senior citizens living on ftxed
incomes, who can not afford 330 or S40
to go watch a major league buaeball
game. Thee faru have watched base-
ball over uperstations for over 15
years. They can't ffiord to go to the
stadium and they will not be able to af-
ford the higher price of viewing games
on reglonsl sports networks or pay per
view.

8uperstation sports have been an tm-
portAnt counterbalance to the sports
league ensuring viewers inexpensve
access to sporting events. particularly
in sports short e of the country. At
the ame time. It has been proven that
sports telecasts over superstations do
not have a negative afect on home
team attendance. ElMminatng
supersttion rports while the learues'
antitrust immunity continues would be
a mistake for American sports ftas.

Mr. Cbalrman I think this is a good
bill for consumerse ad I sincerely hope
that, in conference It will not by allow-
ing ninth innin proposals by basebll
to create blackouts.

(Mr. LENT asked ad was given per-
mrlsion to revise and extend his re-
marks.)

Mr. LENT. Mr. Chairma. In 1984.
Congress deregulated the cable tele-
vision industry for the expres purpose
of stimulating groth and diversity in
the video marketplace. In large part
that objective hs been achieved. and
mot expectrtlons have eoven been ex-
ceeded.

Prior to deregulation cable provided
essentiallyn n antenna ervio to those
homes that could not receive clear.
over-the-ar signals 8inc the 1984 act.
cable has developed into something In-
finitely more valuable to the American
consumer. Today, the average cable
system offers 3 chnnels. One-fifth of
the systnms offer more than 50 chbn-
nels. Without a doubt, cable has rev-
olutionied the way American watch
television. Cable has become a rich
ource of educationl., informational.

and cultural programming including
CNN. C-SPAN, Nickelodeon. the Dis-
covery Channel. the Learning Chanel,
Blck Entertainment Television. nd
many others.

The American people, moreover, have
responded enthusiastlclly to the qusl-
Ity, value and diversity Of program-
ming provided by cable. The numbers
don't lie: Todao, over 52 million homes
receive cable.

By most meaur the 1964 Cable
Act, therefore, has been an overwhelm-
ing uccess. Cble's success has not
been chieved without problems. There
bhve been instances of unreaonable in-
crease in cable rates and unacceptable
declines in the quality of customer
service. These instancoe however. have
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been the exception rather than the
rule.

rt. Chairman I am u committed ua
anyone to taking the necessry steps
to ensure that consumers receive the
best service at the best possible price.
But I am also concerned that we not
act with too heavy -hnand--because
that will ultimately hurt consumers as
much as the industry. The heavy hand-
ed approach pl&ces future lndustry in-
vestment in technology and program-
ming at significant risk.

It was, ater all, the investment in
technology that brought cable to the
American consumer and it is the wt
array of Innovative and diverse pro-
gramming developed by cable which
continues to attract subscribers to
cable todry. So we must seek to
achieve a balance. The best possible
rates and servlces for consumers
brought about through fair and equi-
table rules on the cable industry, so
that continued investment and future
growth in the industry is laurd.

We began a serious reexamination of
the Cable Act in the lat Congees. At
that time, the members of the Energy
and Commerce Committe worked in a
bipartisan manner to crat onsensue
legislation that achieved th very bal-
ance I am talking about. Some of you
may recall that this House approved
such a bill on a voice vote.

Mr. Chairman I had hoped that the
consensus bipartisan approach
proved by the House lat Congress
would serve u a model for legislation
this year. Certainly, the record dem-
ontrates nothing had occurred in the
last 2 yeur to support a dramati
change from the publio policy we
sought to advance last Congress.

In fact, according to a recent GAO
study, commissioned by the chairman
of the Subcommittee on Telecommuni-
cations and Filnance, the evdenc dem-
onstrate that cable rates which unde-
niably had risen dramatically in the
first few years following deregulation
had by 1990 begun to moderate and es
sentially refiected the rate of nflation.

But something els had changed. Mr.
Chairman, something we are all ll-
lar with-poltlcs. Becoe ome be-
lieve the cable industry didn't play ball
last Congres and oonsequntly the
cable bill pased by this Hou w not
enacted Into Law. Thwu, the cable leis-
lation we are being asked to consder
this Congress is more punitive In no-
ture than corrective. The publl polio
consideration behind this bill rep-
resent nothing more than an adva d
cas of regulatory seal, to regulate for
the sake of regulating. This sal moe
over, is not fueled by genuine conern
for the American consumer. Rather. It
is aimed merely at punihing an entire
industry.

The committee vote on .. 40 was
along party lis. hardly a mandate for
passag of th leislution. Sadly, I
might add that this is the first time
since the early eighties that the n-
ergy and Commerce Committee has
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failed to produce a bipartisn, consen-
sus communications bill.

Mr. Chairman let me addres, for a
minute, one of the most onerous and
burdensome provisions of the bill-rate
regulation. H.R. 480 would encourage
the inclusion of cable programming in
the traditional bulo over-the-air
broadcast tier. Because under the for-
mula for setting rates contained in the
bill the cable operator myr recover the
costs of adding programming to the
buao tier, the cost to consumers will
undoubtedly increae. Thus, ironically.
thls proconsumer legislation may re
suit in higher, rather than lower,
consumer cable bills

Nor does E 48 O ofer any public
policy rationale for regulatig a tier
which includes cable programming in
addition to over-the-clr broadct sig-

It is one thing to regulate a basic tier
composed only of local broadcast eta-
tions I support that. In that intance.
the cable company is simply providing
an antenna service. Clearly, there is a
ubstantial Federal interest in eeing

that over-the-air broadcast stations
that are licensed by the Government to
serve local communities are available
to the citizens of those communitles by
a cable system at reasonble rtes.

However, there simply is no Federal
interest or publlo policy. ratonale, for
regulatIng cable pogramming such "
ESPN or MTV. FLrst the channels do
not us the public spectrum and ar
not licensed by the Government to
serv local communities. Second. Gov-
ernment regulation of thee channels
amounts to a regulation of the speech
of the cable operator and therefore,
probably violates consttutionly pro-
tectd peech under the rt amend-
ment.

Cable televison pogramming is not
an entitlement Drogram. It is not tele-
phone service or elctri service. It is
entertainment prow mmin, pure and

imple. The American people are mart
enough to know the di nce. They
m not loonld to Congres to place at-
bitrry controls on their entertln-
ment cholcm

Indd. one can only speculate wh
this Fedral interest over the rie of
entertainment might end Will we a1to
regulate the price of movie video rent-
l theaer ttckt. nwsppers, an

tickeht to sporting events
.L 4M50 is also overly regulatory

with respect to cable service and equip-
met rquiremeta. Given that the in-
dustry spends millions of dollrs annu-
ally upgrads and investment In
new plants I am ooncerned that we
risk creating signifcnt ilnancial di
incentlves for continued investment n
new and improved technology.

E3 4850 could also discourage In-
vestment in new cable rogrmming.
Lrst ear alone, the industry spent 0A
billion on vido programming. That
spending created new busines and
roughly t.000 new jobs in 1 year alone.

As this country struggles to rein a
strong economic foothold. clearly the
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most lmportant consideration in ap-
proving ay legisoation Is Its impact on
the economy and Jobs. If in our zeal to
regulate the cable lndustry, we dis-
courage the industry's capacity to in-
vest in new technologles, to invest Ln
the Inrastrucotre and to develop new
and Innovtive programming. all
American will loe. Not only will we
hurt the consumer, who has looked to
us for help with rate and services but
we risk a subtantial lose of American
Jobse a well as this country's competi-
tive edge in telecommunications.

Another Isue raised by the over-reg-
ulatory nature of ELH. 480 is who is
going to pay for thi regulation? The
American tapayer. The Congressional
Budget Offic and the FCC eetlmate
that the cost to taxpayers of Imple-
menting the regulation mandated by
the bill will be n astounding = to S60
million per year.

Finally, if this body is serious about
passng legislation to addres consumer
concernsa It should pas a bill that the
President can sign into law. The ad-
minl'tratlon's senior advisers have rec-
ommended that the President not sign
H A 4850, if pased n Its present form.

R. 4850 will be conference against a
bill with a srmlar veto reo-
ommendation.

Mr. Chairman we ahould not be plar-
ing politica when the American
consumer has turned to us for help. In-
t"d, we should be pasing legislation

that makes the neceary corrections
in the industry and which can be
signed Into law.

H. 485 will not accomplih that
goal Consquently, I will be offering
an amendment In the nature of a sub-
stitute that wil I ure my collagues.
therefore, to Join me In opposing HLP.
480b, u reported by the committe, and
in supporting the Lnt ubstitute.

Mr. MAnR Y. Mr. Chairman I yield

Mr. 8CHEMU Mr. Chairman 8
yere ao a fledgling Industry came be-
fore the Congress in need of Govern-
ment aistunc. That Industry got ts
wih, and Congres p D the 1984
Cable Act. That legilation easd regu-
latory controls oa the price of cable
televon service and created a com-
pulsory lloens by which cable could
procure quallty poamming.

The Cable Act has stimulated tre-
mendous invetment and growth in the
cable industry in the Pat decad.
Today over 0 percen of all Americans
reeive cable srvce. The average
numbr o channel on cable menus has
Imcreaed. and the quallt of program-
mine hs greatly imrod. Today,
consumers enjoy an unmpredented dl-
vridty o quality cable programmin.
the Cable News Network. C-SPAN I
and IL the Disovery ChnnL Arts and
Entertainont--outstadi edu-
cationL enteranmnt and news pro-
gramming.

Unfortunately, this remarkable
growth has bsen eoompanled by rate
increases that a, in some caes, un-
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reasonable and unjusttied. The GAO
reports that ahe rales have incr sed
by dl percent for November M to
April 1S91-thst's more than 10 percent
per yer. In some instances. the higher
rte are somewht ustified by the in-
creased diversty of excellent cable
programmng. However,- some bad ac-
ton in the cable industry have abusd
their monopoly privilege nd aban-
doned the principle rnd goal of cue-
tomar servic, fuelng onsamar anger
against the entire industry. Because
cosumers have nowhere to turn faor re-

eat, we mu;t leislate.
The legilation reported by the En-

ergr and Commeroe Committee will
regulate the bto tier of cable pro
gramming. It will empower the FOC to
punsh bad astore In the industry, and
rever unresonable rte ncreases
where they occur. It wtill also require
cable operators to meet mintmum lev-
els of customer service. Thes are pro-
visions which will help consumere in
the short term before true ocmpetition
erosts in the video marketplace

In the long term, this mrket needs
more competition. I ure my col-
leagu to support the amendment
which will be offersd by Rep-
reeenttives Ro and MI.ru-an
amendment which will stimulate com-
petition from alternative providert
such as wireles cable and direct broad-
cast satellte systms by ensuring their
accees to cable rogrammin. We must
address this isue--without a program
ace socticn., the cable monopoly will
continue to dominate the marketplace
In the fute.

Mr. Chairman the Committee on En-
ergy and Commerce hs crafted this
legislation with great skill. wisdom
and balance. Chs sn DTnOnLJ and
Ch-irman MuAn should be oom-
mended for their hard work and dili-
gence in this regard. They know, " I
do. that It s very difficult to prodooe
a public law to regulate this tndustry.
This bill is our bet and perhape l st
ch.nce to do so. It is a bill that the
President can, and will sin in this
election year. I ure my colleagues to
vote for this lefislaton.

Mr. BLILEY. Mr. Chairman. H.E. 4
is overregulatory in every respect. The
bill, while promoted as prooonsumer
legislation. will result in higher, ye
higher rather thn lower, cable bills. It
hAs been estmated that it could add a
much as M billion to the cost.

In addition to fall to accomplish
its goals of lower cable bills for con-
sumer the CBO and the FCC estlmate
that the cost to taxpayere of imple-
mentIng the roeulations isposed by
the bill will be an stoundlng =3 mil-
lion to M0 million per year. The bill ig-
nores the needs of small cable systems.

and It oaly pays lipservice to small
bnsunm by telling the FCC to take
into account the administrtive bur-
dens.

The provision mandating that a sub-
ocriber need not take a programmin
tier servie in order to acoes premium
pay-per-view programming could de-
stry the programming strucutlr of
the cable industry. This provision is an
unjustfiable Government intrusion.
and there is no Federal interest in
mandating how cable operator must
market or structur premium and pay-
pe-view services.

The New York Ttme just this week
sad this bill oerreach We should
adopt the Lent substiuto, which we
till have a chanoe to vote on lster,
which we have already paed pretty
much La It is writtn. in a previous
Congres. That is what we ought to do
to protect consumers.

If we paw L 41850 and It goes to
conference then they ad
retrasmiion. we are looking at an-
other 1 billion. If we think the cable
oomplnis are going to absrb it we
must think that the Moon is made of
green cheese.

Mr. MARKEY. Mr. Chairman I yield
4 minutes to the gentleman from
Michigan (Mr. DDnoLL,] the chairman
of theG fll committee.

Mr. DINO TLL Mr. Chairmrn.,
m rkable work hs been done on this
lelslation. I went to salute and com-
mend the membere of the cmmittee.
the members of the subommitte, and
the distinguished chirmn of the b-
committee, the gentleman fom Ms-
mahusettut Mr. MAtlrzl for an out-
standin ob well dens.

Mr. Chairman. I rise in strong sup-
port of ELH u, the Chble Television
Consumer Protection and Competition
Act of 92. Thi is a comprehensive
plee of legislation that was supported
by a bipartisan majrity in the Com-
mittee on Eneory and Commerce I am
confident tht it wtill enjoy comparable
support when the Hous votes on final

In U4K Congre passed legislaton
tht resulted in the deregultilon of the
cable television ndustry. 8ince that
time, cable has developed Into a domi-
nant player in the media murketplac.
Today, nearly 70 percent of American
home watch television that is dellv-
ered by a local cable operator.

8ince 1984 the number of cable chan-
nels has increased dramatically. The
proeedings of the Houm amr now · vail-
able acros America via C-SPAN. M1-
lions were ble to watch the gulf war
live on CNN. Local news channels are
proliferating. It appears that there s.
or will soon be, a channel for every
tute.

But this growth has not been without
cost.

Since cable rates were deregulated by
the FCC, millions of cable subscribers
have been subjected to rate increases

that never seem to end. Customer serv-
Ie is poor or noneistent. Telephones
go unawered. Installation ppoint-
ments are miLed--enu when the in-
rtaller decides to show up, they fre-
quently do a shoddy job.

In short, oable hs been behaving like
an unregulated monopoly.

This should not come u any surprse.
I was unenthusiastc about the 1984 law
because I antlcipated precisely these
abusee. Thus, I am pleased that Con-
grees hs decided naly to reevaluate
Its decision made in 184. ad Impose
some meanngfl protections for con-

H. 4850 doe that. It provides for a
formula that will be developed by the
Federal Oommunications Commsalon
and overseen by local franchising au-
thoritles It requires the FCC to come
up with tough customer service sand-
ards-end provides for effective en-
forcement. ELR. 4850 will ensure tha
cable operators are held accountable to
someone other than their stockholders.

I do not pretend that this is a perfect
bill. It is a compromise, and like all
compromises, It contains prov'alonr
that ar offensive to some. But it Its
bill that deserves the support of the
House here today. And I pledge to my
colleagues that I will continue my ef-
forts to improve the legislation " it
makes Its way to the President's desk.

Cable subscribers need the protec-
tions this bill contains. They need to
have their rates controlled. They need
Improved customer service. They need
to oontinue to have access to their
local broadcast statIons-both com-
mercial stations and public stations.
They need to be able to obtain remote
oontrols and converter boxes at rea4lI-
tic and resonable priceo They need to
be able to purchase cable-ready TV set
confident In the knowledge that they
ar, indeed. cable ready.

Curiously, the cable industry needs
legielation too. There are many respon-
dible cable operatore that have been
tarred by the behavior of a few bad ac-
tofr In my district in Michigan. we are
fortunate to be sered by some of the
beet operators In the country. But
many of you. I know, ar not so fortu-
nate. In my view, the industry needs
the benefits of regulation that will ei-
ther weed out the bad actors, or force
them to clean up their act.

It is my hope that this is the lut
time we re going to have to bring a
cable bill to the floor. I hope that. by
the time we have completed the con-
ference, the administration will hare
softened Its stand aginst resonable
legislation. and that we will be able to
have a bill signed into law.

Mr. Chairmj. the go-ro days of the
eighties are over-for stockbrokers, for
junk bond salesman, and for cable ocr-
ators It is time for the Congress to
correct the problems that have been
caused by deregulation and vote for
this bill. I urge my colleagues to Jo:'
me in supporting H.R. 48.

Mr. RINALDO. Mr. Chairman. I yield
3 minutes to the gentleman from Colo-
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rsdo [Mr. SCaHA]. a member of the
committee.

(MNr. SCSAEFER asked and was given
permission to revise and extend his re-
marks.)

Mr SCIUEF-ER. Mr. Chairman. I
thank the gentleman for yielding tims
to me.

Mrt. Cbhairmn. :f It is-our goal with
this legrslation to convince the Amer-
Ican people that theLr frustrtlons with
Congress are unfounded we are about
to miS a golden opportunity.

Today we have a chance to put per-
tsan politics aside and work together
on behalf of the cable consumer. We
could attempt to belance the interests
of consumer groups, broadcasters, and
the cable industry in a single piece of
legislation worthy of nearly unanimous
support in the House. Although It may
sound too good to be true. that is ex-
actly what we accomplished 2 year,
ago. All It took wau a common objeo-
Uve.

At some point over the course of the
last 2 years. that bipartisan objective
changed substantially. Consensus gave
way to partisanshi, rhetoric took the
place of reason and sound pubUc policy
fell victim to politics. With it went any
real chanoe of having a ensible cable
bill signed into law this Congress.

Although It was they who abandoned
the consensus position. proponents of
H.R 4850 will undoubtedly characteri
theirs as the consumer · proach. Their
claim is based on the 1970's belief that
greater regulation and Government
micromanagement will. by deanititon
benefit the cable customer. In reality,
the opposite is true.

For try as we might, we can't have It
both ways. We can't burden a purticn-
lar industry with excessive regulation
and expect it to produce limllr results
a if It operated in a free and open mar-
ketplace. Enactment of EHR 480 i ce-
tain to dampen reinvestment in cable
plant. equipment and programming.
Should this legislation pove to be our
chosen course. we had better be pr
pared to explain why the divese, qua
ity progrmming to which cable sub
scribers have become accustomed Jst
is not the same anymore.

Far from the mistake some claim it
to be, the Cable Act-on beLnce--ms
been a significant suooeu But that's
not to say it can't be improved A
pointed out in the finding ction of
H.R. 4850 "a minority of cable opera-
tore have abused ther deregulatoy
status." Subcrbers of thee bad actr
systems may require additional proto
tions beyond what the Cabl Act cur-
rently provide. By no means however,
is the kind of regulatory overhaul and
overkill put forth by the Marky bMU
either warranted or aroprta e Nor Is
it likely to become law.

That Is the bottomline fa consnm-
er. They ar more htereted In low
cable ratoe and improved customer
service than they are in who wine a po-
1ltical battle long on rhetorlo but hort
on reults. Some have charactersed
H.R 4850 as the consumer vote of the
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102d Congres. I'm not sure that's true.
But I am certain that from a cable sub-
scrlber's perspective, a true vote for
the consumer-both procedurally and
substantively-is one against the Mru-
key bill. and for the Lent substitute. I
U.-e a "no" vote.

Mr. COOPER. Mr. Chairman I thank
the distingushed chairman of the sub-
committee for yielding time to me.

Mr. Chairman the average household
In America tody will be watchinc
about 7 hours of television. 7 hours, and
50 to 60 million of those American
homes wllU be watching cable tele-
vision. Unfortunately, in thi great
land of free enterprise and capitalism
96 percent of the communities in this
country are only able to choose one
cable TV company, there Is only one
choice for them. They have no alter-
native. We might a well be living in
Eastern Europe a far a 96 percent of
the communitles are concerned. be-
cause they can only sign up with one
company. That is all there Is.

Fortunately in 0 percent of our com-
munitles we know what competition
and choice and fre enterprise is all
about and in thoe 6 percent of the
communitiee they have an alternative.
If they do not like cable company A
they can sign up with oable company
B.

Now what are the results of that in
the communitie with competition?
Gues what? Prios ar 30 to 40 percent
lower and the quality of TV is better.
There are more offerin and cheaper
prices. That is what oompetition can
do.

The goal of this body should be to
allow all of our rea oountry to enjoy
the benefits of competition instead of
just 5 ercet that enjoy it today.

Allentown. P was one of the irst
commniltes in America to tate com-
petitio and maltkhannel video pro-
grammine. and they ae still enjoying
it. The little oommunities such a
OGLeow, KY. ad the largerr towns

uch " Huntsville, AL, there is no rea-
son why their competitive example
cannot be spread nationwide. That is
the opportunity before this body and
before the Snate.

The Senate ha passed a ve stro
procompetition bill. We can do the
same If werejeot the Manton amend-
ment and support the TauSin amend-
ment.

Mr. RINALDO. Mr. Cheirman, I yield
4 minute to the gentleman rom Penn-

Mr. RlITM Mr. Chairman there
are millions of Americas who rely on
cable to provide them with acces to a
broad range of progremmng which jurt
a few short years ago as not even to
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be imagined. And so millions of Amere-
cans are deeply concerned with the ac-
tlons that we will take here today.

Through the legislative and po;lult:c
process we have been called upon to re-
regulate an industry which sorre 8
year ago we deregulated. Our v.slon
then was to promote the growth of an
alternative video delivery system. a.d
we were remarkably successful In
reaching the goal. The majority of
cable subscribers now have access to 30
or more program chAn-els and over
one-fifth can get more than 50 chan-
nels. Cable networks provide consum-
ers with a wide range of quality enter-
tainment and children's programming,
CNN, C-SPAN, Nickelodeon. the Dis-
covery Channel. the Learning Ch¢,nel.
and the black entertainment tele ision
being prime examplee of the ;rgr-am
diversity cable has brought to Amer-
Ican households.

Do we want In legislation to destroy
the energy, the creativity of this
emerging high-technology industry? I
say "no." But KRL 450 has the oppor-
tunity to do that.

Cable's explosive growth h also
made the industry a major contributor
to the economic health of this country.
In 1990 cable TV contributed some £42
billion to the ONP. In he same year the
industry directly or indirectly provided
over 00.000 jobs, generating income of
318.2 billion. They employed some
100.000 people earning nearly 13 billion
annually. and supplsers directly or in-
directly employ an additional 69.000
persons in cable-related jobs with per-
sonal Income of S. billion.

The regulatory course that we em-
barked upon in 1964 led to great suc-
ces, but our vison then was not with-
out Its limitation Thee are some
egregious example where customers
have been overchade where there is
only one cable company and they ae
the bad actos But ar we going to
throw out this baby with the bath
water for few or some bad actors?

Let us do something reasonable. Let
us do something intellgent. We will
find out about that posblllty through
the Lent substitute which will be of-
fered soon.

We do not want to swing the pen-
dulum from deregulation to onrregu-
latlon ad deliver a knockout blow to
the economi well-being and the cul-
tural diaersty and entertainment ca-
pacity that h been brought on since
we dregulated in 1K4.

We hae been firly ucofL There
have been cost incrues. It is true, and
part of it Iha to do with the way the
cable companies bundle the channels
together for bltln. And if Members
look at the ost inceaes just in is-
lated ahioa they look like they have
relly jumped up well beyond the CPL
But f Members look at cost increase
on a pe-cha.nnl bas, the incruease has
pretty well kept pae with the CPL So
the answer to this problem is to allow
for separate pricing on a basic tier of
cable channel. That's what the Lent
substitute would do.
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Yes there um some srvice problems,
and more needs to be done. The Lent
subtitute addresses this problem ap-
propriately, with a rfle and not a no-
clesr bomb.

Investment capital is not inexhaust-
Ible in this oountry. We need mor
long-term investment. -That- I what
the cable lndustry ht a in mind for Its
future. They plan to spend somoe S bil-
lion over the nert 10 years to up"grde
plants ad equipment.

Approimately 60 peoent of the ex-
isting systems wtll eventully be rs-
built. and a lot of optic fiber i going to
be In her, in the trun in the feeder
cable. Ther IJ rDTV out thre, ther
is dlgital systems linked to computm,
incresed reliabllty and chnnel os-
paclty. Lad all of thee things do re-
quire Lnves-ment.

My urging to my oolleagues It to not
do something that cripple thi kind of
long-term hlgh-tchnology, high-cre-
atlvity investment. Let us hae lnno-
vation go forward. We hve so little
Idea as to how a puperregulatory bill
like I1R. 480O could Impact on this in-
dutry and Its growth and nvestment.
And what about added FCC oot., up to

60 million In year of $400 billion
budget deficits.

But what coorns me ftr more than
the FCC cost, and thi is the bottom
l:ne, the maln cost of all Of this tI the
cost to the consumer. Wble some
think we will be doing the cornsmer a
favor with H.R. 480, we will curtal in-
vestments reduoe the ability of the in-
duutry to produce Its vlue; w don't
add competition which s the real fore
to keep prices down and quality up. We
w;ll increa rate regulation lltigation
and we end up regulating to the point
of &ctually increasin coets to the
consumer.

Yes this bill Lr 485 will incrl s
co'st to the consumer.

Mr. MAB E=Y. Mr. Chairman I yield
2 minutes to the gentleman rom Call-
fornia [Mr. LmLAj].

Mr. LT. A.N of Callornia. Mr.

For instan, in my congresional
district, Fresno Stat University
football game arginst a Pao 10 echool
ws not aired by the regional cable net-
work becus the sports network de
cided to featur a differnt Po 10
game. All other conference gmeM were
similarly prohibited rom being aired
at the aLe time as the featurd gme.

To make matters worse, this con-
tract also prevented local telerldon
broadasters for securing the rights to
broacast that game. As a result. my
locl ns were deprived of s a
game that they should have been &ble
to "G.

8imilarly, when a Fresno Stats game
aginst another school wu blocked out
due to the other oonfarnce's contract.
local viewers could not oe any game
because the local system did not carry
the network.

My amendment very imply would di-
rect the FCC to oonsult with the Attor-
ney General to eamine and oonduct an
analyss of the Impct of the ooCn-
tracts The amendment does not solve
the problem 100 percent but It provide
for a solution to the problem It to the
fir tep toward soling the problem.

are not served by the present cble ye-
tems because of the cost limitations of
cable technology. While many rur.l
resdents have invested in satellite dlah
delivery syustems they still have found
themselves at the mercy of cable pro-
grammers who have refued to sell
their programs to satellite program
distributore or who greatly inflat the
price of their programs as compred to
what they charge their own cable afli-
a·ter There are new and developing
technologies which have the potential
to deliver the full range of television
programs to rural ar at affordable
prices Yet. without acce4 to the po-
grams people really want to watch,
thee rytems may never get off the
ground and the real losers are onc
again the viewing public.

The Tauin amendment addresses
this issue by preventing cable program-
mere which are vertically integrated
with cable rsytem operators from un-
reasonably refusing to deal with alter-
native multi-video providers. In other
words, cable oompanies which also own
programmng cannot refuse to sll
their programming to other die-
tributlon systems in order to choke off
Lay competition. It also prohibits a
vertically integrated cable compeny
from dicrimint in price. trm
and condltions in offering Its prram-
ming. The amendment doe not set
those pricees, trms or conditions, but
merely encourages good faith neotia-
tions.

It turns out I ye lter, that they
hae an informal agreement not to
compete. and in 9 percent of the oom-
munitie in thin country there is no
competition.

So. now we must return to the orglo-
nal pFrmise and regulate It not A a
competitive Industry but as a monop-
oly. To those who ask why do we regu-
late t. that i the inwer. It IJ a
monoploy.

Competition to cable is not reading a
newspaper. competition to cable is not
sitting in your liLng room twiddling
your thumbs or going deep-se divng
or walking the dog. Yes, you can do all
that as opposed to watchln cable TV;

Mr. OXLEY. Mr. ChLrman. I offer
this amendment for the purposes of
trying to determine where regulation
is going to take place. If we are going

achew the poeibility of real com-
petition in this bill, which it appezrs
we are. then the next question aries:
Who really does the regulating under
this particular provision? The gen-
tleman from Massachuetts, in his bill.
would have the Federal Government.
eessentially the FCC, do the regulating.
My amendment puts It back to the
States where I feel It belongs both nat-
urally and from a standpoint of practl-
callty. It allows the public utilities
oommrisons from each State to indeed
provide that kind of regulation. It also
says that States with systems already
in place. and there are 10 or 12 of those.
may retain them under my amend-
ment. It also says, if there Is com-
petition out there. a determined by
the FCC. there is no need for regula-
tion, and that competition is deter-
mined by the FCC. It essentially uses
the same competition standards as pro-
vided by the gentleman's bill, H.R.
4850. This provides for the consumer
more expedited and efficient relief be-
cause it allows the State to make that
dcislon, and not Washington, DC. The
8tates better understand the problems.
I think. of their citiens. They are clos-
er to the action. The voters would be
more successful in holding those State
omcials accountable if they are not
happy with what they ar doing.

For the 8tate, historically they
have wanted to regulate cable. That
wa a big argument back in the 1960's
where there was a rash of legislatlon
They have hesitated because they are
unsure at this point if the Federal Gov-
ernment would preempt. Once ssured
of no preemption. sversl States ven-
tured forth, Those tates. like Mes-
sachusettu and New York. under my
amendment the fear of preemption
would be elimInated entirely, and they
would have authority over those decl-
alons.

NARU, the National Association of
Regulatory Utility Commissioners has
supported my amendment, and hope-
fully those from my colleagues' par-
ticulr States have contacted them for
their support. They regresent the util-
ity commisioners trom all 50 States.
and the tates better understand the
needs of their consumer in their par-
ticula States far better than we do in
Washington. DC. and can better ad-
dre th needs.

The results of the FCC-rte regula-
tion. Rate reulations under the Mr-
key bill will cost the FCC =0 million
over 5 years or 44 percent of their an-
nual budget. That wu provided to us in
a letter rom Chairman Al Sikes jut a
couple of weeks ago. It will essentially
take that responsibilty away that
they could normally do. providing for
such thingsi a-odernlzation of the
telecommunications industry, " they
did with the video dial tone proceding
just last week. No cable regulatory
bills, including KR 48so. have ad-
dressed the need for more money from
the FCC. so it is goLng to take money
out of one pocket of the FCC and put it
in another. I just think that makes
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common sense in a regulatory scheme,
and I would certainly ask that the
.Members seriously consider this way of
regulating.

I say to my colleagues, "If you have
got to regrilate. It seems to me we are
better off at the State level thau we
are 'wth tL'cle Sam hea in Wea.-g-
ton. DC."

Mt-. FITLDns. If the gentleman wll
yield. Mr. Chairman. I appreclate the
gentleman from Obo [Mir. 0O.zY1]
yielding to me. and I say to the gen-
tleman. "It seems to me yor armend-
ment makes a great deal of sense, and
I think you said that the Nastonal Al
soclatlon of Utilties CommissIoners,
which is composed of the 50 St&tes'
commlssloners supports your amend-
ment." You said also that 10 States
have cable commissions already. My
State cf Texas does not, and my ques-
tion is: "What effect would your
amendment have on my State and on
the State that do not have cable com-
misaionr?"

.Mr. O ?LEY. They would be in a podi-
tion to create their own regulatory
schemes. That would be the job. obvi-
ously, of the people of Texas to make
that determination. That irves them a
free hand. as It would in Ohio, for ex-
ample, and I know that in Texs, as
well as in Ohio, I have already had dle-
cusslons with our PUCO in Ohio, and
they have clearly indicated that that is
their dere.

So, this would fcilltate the Stater
actually setting up the regultory pos-
sibilities for cable within their own
States. and that Is why NARUC and ll
of the 50 States' commission have sup-
ported my amendment.

Mr. FIELDS. Mr. Chirma.n if the
gentleman would continue to ytold;
then. if I understand the gentleman. he
is proposing a situaton that would
allow us to deal with the problem on
a Statf-by-Stat basis eo tht we can
handle our own probleme in m State
of Texas In a much more expeditiou
manner and tilor It In a specio eolu-
tion for the State.

Mr. OXLEY. Exactly. I thin tht,
first of all, we cannot assume that we
have got some monollthio cable system
throughout the 50 United State. Obvl-
oualy each tate difs as to how they
deal with cable. The gntlman's prob-
lbnm in cable in TM& may be totrill
different from some of the problems n
Ohio. That is what the PUCV Ws fr.,
to ferret that out and to mare thoe
determination on a loclized basis In
the 50 States and that really Is what It
s all about.
Plus I cannot emhze enough the

acoountability Actor. Those PUC's
thatre appointed by the eleoted go-
ernors of the States n most cae &r
accountable. The governor is accut-
able. He appoint them. Who Is going
to be cocountrblie a the FCC level, d
re we relly going to hold the Pred-

dent of the United States, for amzple,
accountable for the appointM t of
FCC comn-isonr that have to rule
on these c ts? It just makes a -

lutely no sense. 80, the Stats level Is
really where to do it and I appreclat
the gentleman's interest and support.

Mr. Chairman. I reserve the balance
of my time.

Mlr. AR.KET. Mr. Chalrman, I yield
myself such time as I may consume,
and I rise in strong opposition to tsh
amendment of the gentleman rom
Ohio [Mr. OxLsr]. I very greatly have
respected the gentleman from Ohio for
the last decade. He and I have worked
together on telecommunlcatlons policy
In the Committee on Energy and Com.
merce. But this amendment strlkes at
the heart of the legtsation whlch we
have before us here today because the
Oxley amendment allows States not to
regulate at all, and in States that do
rot adcpt cable regulations consumers
would be entirely unprotected. and
that would frustrte Congress' ability
in an effort to establish universal pro-
tections for all Amerlcan.

The amendment of the gentleman
from Ohio [Mr. OxLn) would also frag-
ment the video mrketplace Into 50 un-
coordinated States with 50 uncoordi-
nated. regulatory programs which
would make It hard for au to have a n&-
tional video marketplace which. after
all. wu the heart of the 1984 act and
somethin which we worked hard to
put together on a bipartisan basis bacl
in 19SU

Third. the 8tate reulators are un-
likely to have the resources and the ex-
pertise to regulat cable. There is no
question that the FCC is the agency of
experte in this country to be able to
deal wlth this iUe of the national
video mrketplace that we created
through the 1964 Cable Act, and the
complexities of that video marketplac
are something that 1, to remain at
tht tederl lL and the OxIey
amendment would gain rment this
into 60 dlrent pies. shattein that
uniformity and also maIng It diffcult
for us to have a sense of whee this na-
trnal mrketplace s.

As we1. Mr. Chairm&an the Oxley
amendment h nevr been considered
in our committ We have not had It
befre the committee, and the Implica
ton of transerring all of this powr
down to the State level is something
that hs tremendo trmfications for
this country and for the video marke-

So, Mr. Chairmn. it it my hope t
the rHou today wll re)eot the Oxly
amendmnt.

I am normally an advocate of State
rights. I belleve. trnkly, that State
governments are in a better position to
understand the needs of their citizens
thn the Federal bureaucracy in Wash-
inton. DC.

In this particula ca, however, I
feel compelled by the real world expert-
ence of a community in my oongres-
alonAl district to oppoe the Oxley
amendment. In specIflo. the city of
Dunedin FL h experienced several
problems with Its cable ystem and
seeks to exert more authority over the
service provided within its borders

The Oxley amendment would esen-
tlsly grant State publlc service com-
misions responsiblllty for regulating
cable rates. By this ct, the relief that
the clty of Dunedin seeks would mud-
denly be transferred from their hands
or from the FCC to Tllahasee. The
regulator dance card would shift
leaving Dunedin fng an uncertain
futue.

Perha, under the- Oxley amend-
ment, the State of Florida would act in
their interet Lad with enough speed to
reeolve their oncerns before the time
for trachs renwl expired But per-
hbu not. I do not want to run that
risk.

Today, we a alterin prts of the
n act whbch mny belleve aoceler-

&ted the expansion of cable ervice aad
offerlngs, but which also had an lmict
on cable rate. While the new regu-
latory schem of HIL 4M Is not with-
out ts critics I do not l we should
suddenly shift to another reguator
venu emanating from 50 State cap-
Itols.

We need to sek a balance which will
benft the r ea world communitlee
ike Dunedn FI Old ar, FL. and the

thousnds of other smal communitiesl
which are ekidn to provlde the bet
serice and the best deal to their citi-
eno The mOxley amendment will not

acomplish this and I must urge t1U de-
feat.

Mr. MAREY. Mr. Chairman. I yield
my remaining time to the gentlems
from Michigan (Mr. DNOg0LL], the
chalrman of the full committee.

Mr. DINGFTTL. I rise first to gy trib-
ute to my dear friend. the author of the
amendment, the gentleman from Ohio
[Mr. OZLy-]. The gentleman s a fine
and valued member of the commcttee
and a great Member of this body.

However. the gentleman has offered
the House a very bad amendment. and
I urge the House to reject it. This Is es-
mentiAlly a Potemkin Vlllage which is
offered to u. all facade and nothing be-
hind.

First of all. what the gentleman does
is offer an amendment which does not
really afford Lay requirement that
there be any regulations to protect the
viewers of cable television. But beyond
that, the gentleman very specifically
and omphatically strip the bill In a

way which is interesting to behold.
Some 19 page of legislation are re-
duced to 4. The parts which are dropped
are interesting.

First, the gentleman elmln&tes the
bill's protection of the viewer with re-
gard to remote controls. The bill re-
quires tbht remote controls be charged
for fairly; the gentleman eliminates
that The sme with regard to con-
verter boxes If this passes. no longer is
there a requirement that converter
boxes be billed for fairy. The blls' pro-
visions with respect to pay-per-view of
local sporting is eliminted.

Beyond that, the protection which
would be afforded with regard to basic
cable rates is excised by the amend-
ment offered by my dear friend from
-Ohio.

The bad actor regulation. which ad-
drese the problems of cable operators
who ar enged in persistent and con-
tinuous misbehavior. is excised by the
amendment.

A PotemkLn Village? Perhape worse.
A hamt? Probably worse. In point of
fact, what this really is is essentially
omething which is done to skin the

consumern of thli country and to per-
mit bad actonrs to continue to do so.

What we need here ar real protec-
tiona aant t serous misbehavior
about which the consumers complain.
The gentlema offers us something
which would be worthy of a Ponzi or an
InsulL becaue what It does is give
much illuion. but no substance. In
point of fact, if this amendment passes.
the consumerstof this country are In
fact being skinned.

Year ao State and local govern-
ments gve away cable fsanchis
They did not sell them. They gave
them away and made istant million-
Lires of those who received the cble
ftrachise.

As a State legslaotor from Conneoti-
cut. I in disbelief. watched " Congrem
in 1984 took &wy the rights of State
and local franchii authoritie to
regulate this monopoly, malnr
multmillilonires out of indivduals
who owned cable frachise rights.]

Why did Congress do this? The publi
did not ask for deregulation. They did
not ask that cable opertor be allowed
to set whatever prioe they wanted to
et. The consumers did not ak for It,

but the bl opertors did. And the
cable operators won.

We now have an industry that Ls not
competitave. It is a monopoly and it is
not regulated

I favor competitio. That would be
my choice. But we do not have it in the
c&ble industry now. And we an not
likely to have it in the near future.

C&ble operators want it both way.
They want to continue in this eniron-
mant wher they ar a monopoly with
no oompetition. And they want to oo-
tinue to hae no regulations

Congress ha mora responibility
to regulte an industry tht is a mn*
nopoly, that is setting prices at will.
and that is treatin the consummr if
he or she doe not oount.

My amendment would allow State
the right to regute all tier of service
La did In the past. If they choose not to
exerm this right. undr m) amend-
meant the provWion oa the bill take

preedent and the FCC will regurate
the balo tier progrrmL In either case
we will have some form of regultIon.

Since cable deregulation took effect
in 196 we have sen prloes Increase
percent in general, rad for the most
popular servces we have seen a 80 per-
cent ncrease. In the State of Connecti-
cut we hve een an 82 percent Inres
In rate since 1988. That to me to just
unoonscionable.

Mr. Chairman the Wall 8treet Jour-
nal in 19M9 Id cable consumers were

ying 2 billion. 0 peroent more than
they should and would pay if there was
a oompetitve market.

I do not understand why Congress
thin. deregultion was such ret
deal-when the oonsumers paid M bil-
lion more than they should have paid.

Congres ha made cable operators
fabulously wealthy. Before deregul-
tion a cable franchise wa worth 00
per subsorber. After deregultion, ach
franchise is worth ,000 to 2.800 per
subscriber. That means if you have 1
million ubscrbers your trnch used
to be worth 600 million. Nothing to
feel sorry about. After dregultion
tha wsam cable franchise is now worth
more thrn S billion. courtey of the
U.8. Congres and the Whit House.
Even a all cable franchise of 1000
subcriberm i worth over 0 mllion.

Before dergultion the Mete' al-
lowed sports channel the right to
broadcast their ame for the nxt 30
year ftr 30 million. After drtula-
ton the Yankee got 510 million by al-
lowing Madison quare Garden [MSO]
the right to broadcat Its gam oer a
12-year period. The Yankee got 2500
million because (MS] knew ulti-
mately It oould pass the cost on to the
oonsumer.

Pleams do not tell me that I or any-
oaD el in the trta of Connotiout
hbs benefitd from dereulartion. Before
deregulton I pald WM for pro-
gams undr the bs tier. After de-
regultton I have ove r programs but
I pay nearly four times as much. I PWL
24.A8 for this basi tier. rm getting
programs I did not ask for and rm pay-
Ing nearly four times as much.

Maybe Members do not know it. but
the Cable News Network cots the
cable oerators 34 ents per subscritbr.
the Dioovry channel costs cable oper-
torsI ents per ubscriber. and MTV

costs cable opertors 28 cent per sub-
cribe. 8ports New Network oorsts

oable o to cent pr subscriber.
They ma have given me 10 more pro-
grams, but I do n6t like paying tl
more for somethlng I never uasked for
and for something that only costs them
a few dollars

I urge all my colleagues to recogni
that the cable lnduatr cannot be &l-
loed to continue to opersto an un-
regulted monopoly. Without true
oompetition we need to reregulate this
industry.

He ha
given this Member and many other
members of our subcommittee Insights
into Ifue that he had particular ex-
pertls to help us In gulding us in the
drfting of this legislation.

that publicly. becaue he has dedlcated
an enormous amount of time, and he
came out of Connecticut with this
issue a something that he wanted to
s addreed. aad the Impetus that he
helped to provide us hs helped to
bring the bill and Its many consumer
protection provisions before the com-
mittee, before the House here tonight.

States to assume cable regulation for
essentially the sme reasons that I op-
powd the amendment offered by the
gentleman from Ohio (Mr. OLTr]. and
because we just had the debate on the
O0ley amendment.

those rate regultions administered
and implemented. I appreciate my col-
league's efforts throughout the whole
cable bill to enct meaningful rte reg-
ulation. and I know the goal of this
amendment is not to subvert the Intent
of rte regulation but. in fact, to
strengthen ad the spirit of the
amendment is appreciated and in fact.
supporte

However. I must oppoe the amend-
ment. beuse it doe suffer from two
flaws. First. in my optnion. it would be
a mistake to dispere the rate-settin
powers of the FCC amongst the 50
State. Both conuersn and industry
would benefit from centraliig this re-
sponsibility In a Single reguatory
agency where-the essential expertise
was concentrated.

Seoond, ad somewhat Ironically.
this amendment misses the mark be-
caus it takes away regulation from
local offIcials and hils that power to
the more remote tate agencies. This
approch denile the officials cloeest to
the problem the ability to ue their
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knowledge and nsidght to regulate
cable effectively.

While I have the greatest respect for
the gentleman from Connecticut and
many of the other provilione in the
cable bill have been dramatlcally ft-
fected by his Interest in those provi-
dson, on this one amendment I must
reluctantly oppose. - -

In fact, I belleve that the reg-a-
tions contained In this bill wtil do t-
tie more than control. regulate upward
the price of cable of Americans.

Very little in this cable bill will do
anything to create competition and.
thus drive prices down, unless te
TaLin amendment iJ adopted

The other body saw the wisdom of
tha argument by a vote of 73 to 14.
They adopted a siml amendment to
their cable bill.

The Tausin amendment, very simply
put. requires the cable monopoly to
stop refuiwn to deal. to stop refulrng
to sell it products to other dlstribu-
tors of television programs.

In effect. this bill sy to the cable
industry. "You have to stop what you
have been doing, and that Is kIlllng off
your competition by denyg it prod-
Ucta."

It will do us little good to struggle
with the C-band dish industr. It will
do us little good to hope in vain for the
advent of a DBS, direct broadcast at-
elllt. Industry or for the expanson of
wtreles cable in America as com-
petition to thi monopoly if none of It
can got progrmmng. Procraming Is
the key.

W'by did cable need network pro-
grawmming to get going? Why did cable
need this Government to give it net-
work procramming fre of change to
gt going? Because without program-
ming, cable could not got off the
ground. Without programming, com-
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pettrs of cable equally tymied
and who Is the big losr The bhi low
Is everyone in Amerio who pary
caole bill.

Listen. eleatio day ti shortly om-
ing. Thare is e cyniism in the Land.
There Li a bellet in Amaer that thiL
Congres can no longer Aeliver for the
American people. There, is belief that
we ar beholden to special nterests.
There Is belief that the big able mo-
nopoLts in this oountry ar going to
run this Hous tonight. are going to
fore this House to adopt a aham
smendment Instead of th true
consumer amendment.

The choices we will hav tonight will
be between the Tauzin amendment.
which guarantes that the cable cannot
refuse to deal, must deal in fbar and eq-
ultable terms with others who distrib-
ute television programs. which will
give to conaumers choice n the mar
ketpiace and which will bring rate
down.

The FCC recently did a study on LIS
and L90 rates. Thoe of my colleagues
watching thi tonight in ther oMol
thos in the Chamber. I hope they will
pay attention to these charts. Thee
chabr llustra what the CC disLov-
ered.

What the FCC dicovd L that tn
the few communite, 66 in America,
whre ther oo comptitio to cable,

uess what happens Be ll dr-
ratlcally.
In 19M. a 2LS-prent redctio in

1990, a 34-percnt reduction In rate
were achieved in the communities th
had competition. In percent of the
comrnunities that did not have cm-
petition rat went up 61 peront.

What does that mean to Americane
It means that evebody's cable bill
could come down If the Tausin amend-
ment i adopted. It ma if we refse
to adopt the Ta n amndment, if we
accept the sham Manton amendment
drated for and by the cable oompe
rates will not n oontinue te.m.a
but we will never ee the beneft of re-
duced rates In American homer wroM
this country.

Let me show my olleamusa wha it
mean in dollars. The next chart llu-
tratea what America could be Savng
acording to not my fiures but thJ
Federal Communications Conmmison
of ths adminstraton. Thrs ae ther
numbers

If America chos to adopt th Tadn
amendment In this Hoas tonight,
rethar than to be beholden to the g
few cable oompnls who run thi
show, Americans could have saved in
19 somoe 4 billon. Americans coud4
have saved in 19 0 billion. And the
chart likely go u. .

We ar not talking about peanut
here. We are taling bout a major im-
pact upon middle America. We cannot
dellver a mdAA inoom tax cut this
year. but we could give every Amerian
savings on his cable bill if we just had
the decency to end this monopoly an
to create some competition in tale-
vrnon services.

In much the same way that in 183
and 1984 when we were dicussing the
cable bill. moat of the Members in the
House did not know what we were talk-
ing about sinoe we bad yet to dereu-
late cable, o they were voting on tech-
nologieo that they had yet to in fact
enjoy in their own homes as of 1984

Well, that bill helped to telescope the
ttmeframe that it would take to get
that technology into everyone's home.
That is what this debate it about here
today, but it is a debate about another
technology which is also in its nascent
stage.

neesee (Mr. Coolm], the gentleman
from Alabam (Mr. IlAras] and othere.
mde reference to momething called C-
Band. We all my in Boston or Balti-
more or New York. what is C-Band?
Well. C-Band is thoe giant dishes
about I feet ride that you see n peo-
ple's bckyards when you drive out
there into the country-with their
pickup trucks and their shotguns up
agLinst the back porch. It is those C-
Band dishes. They cost about three to
five grand and you got to got a soning
variance to put them in.

Now. there will not be many of us in
Boston or in Baltimore or in Cleveland
or other major cities In America that
will be seeing too many of the"e t-foot
dishes in our backyards, not If we want
to keep our neighbors as our friends.

the new revolution This is the com-
petition to the cable ndustry. It s
clear they re not going to compete
against each other. In 99 percent of the
communltles that have cable. no other
cable company competes against them.
They have got some kind of
nonaggression pact that they put to-
gether.

Well, the satellt industry solves
that problem by bringing in the 12-Inch
dish that will coat you :300. You put It
out In the backyard, point It up in the
air. and you are In business.

Now. we have got to make sure they
have access to progrmming. and that
is all this amendment does is just
make sure that there is a sle of the
video programming from the cable in-
dustry for a reasonable price over to
the satellite industry, plain and simple
competition, the same thing we did
when we forced the broadcasters to
give their slgnals for free over to the
cable industry back in the mld-seven-
ties so that we could give birth to that
industry.

* It is a very simple proposition, and
by the way, by the year 2.000 it would
obviate the need for any further rate
regulation because you will have real
competition out in the marketplace,
which is at leut a mAntra which is
being uttered on a oonstant basis by all
Members on both aides of the saile.

This is the way to get there. Support
the Tauidn amendment.

4850 the Cable Television Consumer
Protection and Competitivenes Act of
1992 and the Tauszn amendment. As a
long time proponent of cable reform. I
hope that the American consumer. ee-
peclslly rurl Americans will benefit
from this initiative.

Since Congress deregulated the cble
industry in 1984 the American
consumer hau been the victim of unre-
lentng rate increses. In les than 5
years, cable rates have increued 60
percent during a time when Infai^ion
has been negligible. Thi legilatlon re-
sponds strongly to unjustiied rate in-
creases through regulation in the short
term and. more Importantly, by mak-
ing competition within the cable indus-
try poussible.

America was founded on free market
prlnciples--the belief that quality
products at reasonabl prices can best
be dellvered to the consumer through
competition. Today, only 3 percent of
Americans have a choice between cable
companies. How can this be when the
cable industry erve more than 51 mil-
lion subscribers rth annual revenues
of 230 billion--lmoet two times that of
ABC, C8. and NBC combined? There's
obviously enough money in cable to be
shared by many competitors.

So let us be clear on what the Tausn
amendment is really about: It is not
about acoe. Why is It not about ac-
cee: Because alternatIve distribution
technologree do indeed have aoess to
popular cable programmng. Forty-two
cable progrm ervioes ar mold to
Y, MDS wirelees cale operator. The
Wirelee Cable Assoclon has re-
ported that all but one major cable
program servioe Is &vi e to Its
members. So they do have acoea to
cable progrmming.

What is this debate about: it is about
wholesale pricing. It Is not about the
prices being charged to customers in
rural are. The National Rural Tele-
commuicatons Coopertire INRTC]
offars home stellte dish owners a
package of 47 services; aCtellite dish
owners can .celve a packsa of pro-
gramming comparable in retall price to
basic cable packages.

Are rurl dish owner paying more
tha cble customers? Let's look at the
fact: A typcal stllit dish owner
pays a retal prioe of tSIGO and the
price paid by cble customers for a
comparable package is tl.4.

So if eatellte dish distributors and
wireles cable operators already have
acces to programmlng. which they do,
and can provlde popular programs to

customers at competitive prl which
they can. what ir the purpose of the
Tautln amendment? It Is clearly an ef-
fort pushed by a few companis to gt
Congress to pa a law that wLl give a
bigger margin of profit to wholesale
distributors of cable powrmming.
That la not in the publlo interast Lad it
should be rejected by the House.

The Tausdn amendment allows
MMhS opartorms and DB8 operators to
enter into exclusive oontract arrage-
ments, and ther is no reaon why they
should not be allowed to do so. Why
it then that cable programmersn cannot
enter into the ame lawful aeolusive
contract arrangemnts their oom-
petitors ca for ftur progrmmin
investments. That i simply unfr. and
reesents nothing maore than a puni-
tive attck on the cabe industry.

Finally. I will oonclude by saring
that the program access isse has dep-
ly divided the oommrtte. Each side
has very strong views on this subject
and on how Congress hould go about
establishin a pollcy that rovides oon-
sumers with the greatet divertry of
programming. -

But we should not kid ourselves
about what pasage of the Tanzin
amendments mens. The TAsUn
amendment ie a cable bill-bustor. It is
a killer amendment that will pompt
an absolute and certain veto from the

White Houe and that veto will be su-
tained So if the Taluin amendment is
adopted. the cable bill wll not become
law. And for consumers, that means no
rate regulation. no cutomer srvloe
standrds. nd sero protection. I ure
my colleagues not to lead ur down the
road of oertain veto and jeoPiardse
for eonsumers the benefits of this bill

8ports leaMes do It too. ABC has an
exclusve arrangement with the NFL to
show "Monday Night FootbaL"

Not only a exclusive distrbution
oontracts a ct of life in the vdeo
marketplg . Exclusivity provides the
mechanism to achieve divertty-an
important policy goal that benefit the
public. With ooess to more oholos.
the public hs an increaed oppor-
tunity to select what they want to se
on television. Divrsity help to pre
serve our democracy, and Is esntial
to enlightened self-governance.

The Manton tubettute will promote
divedrit in medi programming by
preserving Incentives for the nw tech-
nolotes to develop new prgramming
products. The Tan5in amendment not
only remove thw incntives for the
ftre. It also wll make the atist
who now create thse programs loi
willing to enter the video marketplace
by removing their abillty to oontrol
who exhibit. their orrtive works.

The Lent substitte amendment un-
dermines the pro-oonsumer step of
H.. 480. and does not addre the fun-
ds.mental Lsue of reform which ae
needed. Cable rates have Jumped thre
times the rate of inflation aino 1L9.
and in 1991 alone, cable rates roe at a
ra.e 2O percent higher than other
goods and srvices.

The primary problem with the Lent
ubstitute is that t will provide relief

for les than 10 percent of cable sub-
criber. The subtitute proposal nl-

los tfor regulation of a closed bido
tier which consists solely of local over
the-ilr broadcast stations and the pub-
lic aess channels. Ler thn 10 per-
cent of existing cable consumers sub-
scribe to this tier. Furthermors, the
Loent ubstitute rolls back customer
service stndards to levels even leo
stringent thAn under current law. The
amendment requires the FCC's mini-
mum tandurds of customer ervice to
be the highest permissible level of rg-
ulrtion. and prohibits municipalltils
from imposing stricter customer
loe requirements on cable operators.
These provisions re even weaker than
the language In H.R. 133 the meure
passed two years ago. Clearly. if you
want to help the consumer, the sub-
esttut amendment does not suffimce.

While the Eckart amendment on
retransmission consent wu not mad
in order. I would like to dd my voice
of support for this meaure. The
amendmrnt will allow local brod-
caster greater control over their si-
nl., and w.ll go long way towd
helping maintain the viability of local
broadcaster.

Regrding the progran aces
amendments. I have alway felt that
we need non-discrimintory languar
whrch recognies exclusve contracts.
8.m1lr to my support for
retransmission consnt there a fn-
dsmertrl property right which need
to be reapected when man policy de-
cistons. While I felt the language in
H.. 485 ua reported out of sub
oommittee, did a f&irly good job of
avoiding the creation of uniform
pricing mechaism. I feel that the
banton amendment before us today
does a better Job of prventing dis-
crlmination while ensuring a air de-
gree of control over one's product.

I would briefly Like to comment on
two amendmentes which I ponsored
during committee oonsideration and
which were adopted. The first amend-
ment ncreases the amount of edu-
cation and public programming offered
by cable oompsnies. The second amend
ment calls for a study to review the
number of local sporting evernt which
are no longer being offered on broad
cast televsrlion.

The first amendment will increas
the amount of educational and public
programming offered by cable oomgp-
nies The amendment allows cable
companies to substitut high-quallty
educational progrmmin on channels

The origin draft
of HL 460 allowed cable opersre to
reduce their leased acces and public.

ducetional and government (PEG] ao-
ces oblUgatons on L one to one bhel,
up to one-third. for minority program-
minr. My amendment. which was
adopted in committee. extends thi ex-
ception to high quallty educationel
programming.

Man of the cces channls re
underutism4.d My amendment will en-
sure that there is sufficient access to
natonal networks devoted to edo-
oational programming while at the
same time alleviating the problem of
wasted channel apace. It is lmportant
that positive. educational program-
min is available to everyone and be a
aoessible possible. Television hu
been deecribed as a vast wastl
this amndment was deigned to try
and fill tht void.

The amendment would ensre that
only those channels which make su-
clent progrmming invetments to
achieve quality could be substituted
for channels that a currently dedl-
osted to looal public. educational. gov-
ernmental and leased acce purposes.
Furthermore, while It would be t the
operators disoretlon whether or not to
utllis this option such substitution
oould not exceed one third of the local
and public acos requirment The
amendment also would not alleviate
any must-cary reqirements defined
in H.. 4M0.

'he second amendment which I of-
febred doring fall committee oonsider-
ation dealt with the migration of
sporting events from broadast sta-
tions to cable and ay-p-vew sys-
tems. The amendrnat requires the
FCC to study the migration of pto
gramming. takin into oonsidedrtIon
the eoonomlo and social onsquenoes
of this movement. The study will de-
termine the effect of pa-per-vlew
ports programming on the oonoumor

as wll as the arious sports or niss
tionL. This study Is an important first
step toward auring the aoouesbitllt

I would also like to briefLy mention
my support for the Lehman amend-
ment to the sports migration study.
This is a ood amendment nd I urge
Its adoption.

In oonclusion, let me reiterate what I
said during the committee oondder-
tion of th legslation. While I sup-

port the noed for reform, we should
strive to ensure that this ts not a puni-
tive bill While many may wish to tick
it to the cable industry, we shouldn't
let a few bad actors bring disaer upon
an industry. Cable TV hu dem-
onstraed that it hu reat potential.
We shouldn't be quick to pas burden-
some msures on a viLble industry,
and we should not allow a melt down to

occur which would create a prtcu-
l&rly onerous bill. I trust the conferees
will heed this advice.

Finally, and I think moat impor-
ttly, the substitute represent legis-
lation which could become law.
