ORDER

1. The Chief, Compliance and Litigation Branch, Enforcement and Consumer Information Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau, has under consideration the above-captioned formal complaints filed on May 23, 1991, by Sounds and Things, Inc. d/b/a Communications Professionals (“Sounds and Things”) against Southwestern Bell Mobile Systems, Inc. and San Antonio SMSA Limited Partnership.
