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1.
On May 15, 1996, Lonn Burrows (Burrows), the finder, filed a petition for reconsideration (Petition) of a decision by the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau’s  Office of Operations denying his finder’s preference request against Specialized Mobile Radio (SMR) Station WNHF967.
  For the reasons discussed below, Burrows’s petition for reconsideration is denied.

2.
Burrows filed a finder’s preference request against Station WNHF967 on April 4, 1995. 
  The Bureau’s Office of Operations mailed a letter, dated July 20, 1995 (July Letter)
 to the finder’s counsel of record, Brown & Schwaninger, stating that the finder targeted the wrong licensee, Harding Communications.  The July Letter provided the finder with 60 days to correct its error.  Burrows did not respond to the July Letter and amend its finder’s preference request, and the Office of Operations therefore denied Burrows’s finder’s preference request.  
3.
We reject Burrows’s argument that his counsel was unable to timely reply to the July Letter.  The July Letter was sent to Burrows’s counsel of record in accordance with Commission rules.
  We also reject Burrows amendment, dated May 14,1996 (attached to the Petition), which attempted to correct the error in his finder’s preference request.  To the extent that this amendment was filed in response to the July Letter, it was untimely.  Alternatively, the amendment constituted a new finder’s preference request filed after the Commission discontinued the Finder’s Preference Program.

4.
Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, pursuant to sections 4(i) and 405 of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i) and 405, and sections 0.331 and 1.106 of the Commission's rules, 

47 C.F.R. §§ 0.331 and 1.106, the Petition for Reconsideration filed by Lonn Burrows in Finder's Preference Case No. 95F681 IS  DENIED.
