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By the Deputy Chief, Policy and Rules Branch, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:

1. This Order dismisses as moot the Petition to Dismiss or Deny (“Petition”) filed on August 2, 1996 by Gulf Telephone Company (“GTC”).  The Petition requested that the Commission dismiss or deny the above captioned application. 

2. On June 17, 1996, Communitronics, Inc. (“Communitronics”) filed an FCC Form 600 (Application for Mobile Radio Service Authorization) seeking an Expanded Service Area on Station KNLS237 (“Application”).  The Application was accepted for filing in a Public Notice (Report No. NCS-96-35), released July 3, 1996. On August 2, 1996, GTC filed the instant motion citing possible electrical interference between Communitronics’s proposed operations and GTC’s existing operations.  On August 22, 1996, GTC filed a Request for Expedited Action in this matter.  On September 3, 1996, the Commission asked Communitronics to submit a co-channel study to ensure that Station KNLS237 did not interfere with Station KIB528.  On October 22, 1996, Communitronics amended the Application and submitted the study as an attachment to the amended application.  On October 25, 1996, GTC filed a reply to the amended application.
3. On January 30, 1998, while these pleadings were pending, Communitronics and GTC entered into an agreement to coordinate their respective services on the frequency in question.  On December 31, 1998, the Licensing and Technical Analysis Branch of the Commercial Wireless Division, subsequently approved the amended Application.  Accordingly, we dismiss the Petition as moot.

4. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, pursuant to authority delegated by Section 4(i) of the Communications Act, as amended, 47 U.S.C §§ 154(i), and by Section 0.331 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R §§ 0.331, the Petition to Dismiss or Deny (“Petition”) filed on August 2, 1996 by Gulf Telephone Company IS DISMISSED as moot.
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
