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By the Chief, Policy and Rules Branch, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:


1.  By this Order, we grant Paging Systems Inc.’s (Paging Systems) Petition to Dismiss or Deny (Petition) the above-captioned application, filed by Donna Kramer (Kramer) because Kramer’s application was not timely filed.


2.  Pursuant to sections 22.131 of the Commission’s rules, which were in effect on the date Kramer filed her application, an application will be dismissed if it is not filed within 30 days after the date a mutually exclusive application has been put on public notice.
  The record indicates that Paging Systems filed an application for frequency 454.375 MHz in Atlanta, Georgia on August 24, 1994, and that the deadline for filing a mutually exclusive application for that frequency was September 24, 1994.   Kramer filed a mutually exclusive application for the same frequency at a site which is within the service contour of  the facility proposed by Paging Systems on November 7, 1994.  Because Kramer did not file her mutually exclusive application during the 30-day cut-off period, we hereby dismiss her application. 

3.  Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, pursuant to sections 4(i) and 309(d) of he Communications Act, as amended, 47 U.S.C. § 154(i), § 309(d), and by Sections 0.331, 22.130, and 22.131 of the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. § § 0.331, 22.130, 22.131, the Petition to Deny or Dismiss filed by Paging Systems on February 17, 1995, IS GRANTED.
