MEMORANDUM OPINION AND ORDER

By Deputy Chief, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:

1. Transit Communications Corporation (Transit) has filed a Petition for Reconsideration (Petition) of a decision by the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau’s Office of Operations awarding a finder’s preference to Chadmoore Communications, Inc. (Chadmoore) for the above captioned station.
  For the reasons below, we grant the Petition and set aside the award to Chadmoore. 

2. On November 29, 1994, Chadmoore filed a Request for a Finder's Preference for Specialized Mobile Radio Station WPBA973.  However, Transit, the target licensee, had filed with the Commission on November 18, 1994 an FCC Form 405A canceling the license for the station.  Because the license for the station was cancelled prior to the date on which Chadmoore filed its finder’s preference request, there was no underlying license to support its request.  We therefore grant Transit’s Petition and dismiss Chadmoore’s finder’s preference request.

3. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that pursuant to sections 4(i) and 405 of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i) and 405, and sections 0.331 and 1.106 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.331 and 1.106, the Petition for Reconsideration in the above‑captioned Finder's Preference Case No. 95F528 IS GRANTED. 

4. IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, pursuant to sections 4(i) and 405 of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i) and 405, and sections 0.331 and 1.106 of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.331 and 1.106, the award of a finder’s preference to Chadmoore Communications, Inc. is SET ASIDE.
