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By the Chief, Enforcement and Consumer Information Division,

Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:


1.  In this Notice of Apparent Liability for Forfeiture, we find that Brandon Communications, Inc. 
(“Brandon”), failed to file a license renewal application for Station KNKJ206, Garfield Minnesota, 
prior to the expiration of the authorization for the station, in apparent violation of Section 1.949 of the Commission’s Rules.
 We conclude that Brandon 
is apparently liable for a forfeiture in the amount of two thousand ($2,000)
. 


2.  Brandon’s authorization for the captioned station expired on April 1, 1999. Brandon
, however, 
did not file application for renewal of the authorization 
until July 19, 1999
. On September 20, 1999
 the Commission granted the late-filed renewal application. 
3.  Section 1.949 of the Commission’s Rules states, in pertinent part, that “Applications for renewal of authorizations in the Wireless Radio Services must be filed no later than the expiration date of the authorization for which renewal is sought . . . .” Based on the information before us, we find that Brandon filed its license renewal application for the captioned station over  three
 months after the authorization for the station had expired, in apparent violation of Section 1.949 of the Commission’s Rules.  

4.  The guidelines contained in the Commission’s Forfeiture Policy Statement specify a base forfeiture amount of $3,000 for a failure to file a required form.
 The guidelines, however, permit the Commission to issue a higher or lower forfeiture than provided in the guidelines.
 Section 503(b)(2)(D) of the Act requires the Commission to consider “the nature, circumstances, extent and gravity of the violation, and, with respect to the violator, the degree of culpability, any history of prior offenses, ability to pay, and such other matters as justice may require.”
 In this case, taking into consideration all of the factors required by Section 503(b)(2)(D) of the Act, including, but not limited to, Brandon’s voluntary disclosure of its violations to the Commission, we believe it is appropriate to reduce the amount of the proposed forfeiture from $3,000 to 2,000. 
 

5.  ACCORDINGLY, pursuant to Section 503(b) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended,
 and Section 1.80 of the Commission’s Rules,
 Brandon Communications, Inc., is hereby NOTIFIED of its APPARENT LIABILITY FOR A FORFEITURE in the amount of two thousand ($2,000)
 for its apparent willful violation of Section 1.949 of the Commission’s Rules.

6.  IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, pursuant to Section 1.80 of the Commission’s Rules, that within thirty days of the release of this Notice, Brandon Communications, Inc. SHALL PAY the full amount of the proposed forfeiture or SHALL FILE a written statement seeking reduction or cancellation of the proposed forfeiture.
