By the Deputy Chief, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:

1.
On April 27, 1995, Bruce Bryant (Bryant) filed a petition for reconsideration (Petition) 
 of a decision by the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau’s Office of Operations denying his request for a finder's preference against Specialized Mobile Radio (SMR) Station WNPU571. 
   For the reasons discussed below, we deny the Petition.

2.
Bryant filed a finder’s preference request for station WNPU571 on November 3, 1994. 
 However, the station license for WNPU571 was cancelled on October 23, 1994.  Bryant argues that because the license had not been deleted from the Commission’s database in violation of the normal policy of deleting cancelled licenses within two months, his request should be considered timely.  While the two-month deletion policy was imposed to improve the accuracy of the database, it in no way guarantees a timely deletion, and Bryant cannot rely upon it as a basis for a finder’s preference request.  Bryant should have been aware that the license was due to expire.  It was not renewed, and therefore there was no underlying license to support the finder’s preference request.

3.
Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that pursuant to sections 4(i) and 405 of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i) and 405, and sections 0.331 and 1.106 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.331 and 1.106, the Petition for Reconsideration in the above‑captioned Finder's Preference Cases No. 94F514 IS DISMISSED.
