By the Commission:


1.  The Commission has before it an Application for Review, filed on January 6, 1997 by Telecom Corporation ("Telecom").
  Telecom seeks review of a decision by the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau's Office of Operations ("Office of Operations"), denying Telecom's Finder's Preference Request for two of the five frequencies associated with Station WNNG673.
