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Before the Chief, Policy Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:

I. INTRODUCTION

1. In this Order, we grant the request in a Joint Letter filed by the Texas Commission on State Emergency Communications, the Greater Harris County 911 Emergency Network, the Tarrant County 911 District, the DENCO Area 911 District, the Bexar County 911 District, and the National Association of State Nine-One-One Administrators (Joint Petitioners) to withdraw a Joint Petition to Ensure Interoperability of E911 Emergency Calling Systems (Joint Petition) they filed on August 4, 1998.
  As a result, the proceeding is terminated. 

II. DISCUSSion

2. In the Joint Petition filed August 4, 1998, Joint Petitioners request the Commission establish an investigation into interoperability issues and problems in order to improve the interoperability of 911 networks and 911 Customer Premises Equipment with State and local governmental 911 administrative entities or other entities providing 911 emergency service.
  The Commission released a Public Notice on August 18, 1998, to provide an opportunity for public comment on the Joint Petition.

3. On January 27, 2000, Joint Petitioners filed the above-referenced Joint Letter to withdraw the Joint Petition in view of the E911 Second Reconsideration Order recently released by the Commission on December 8, 1999.
  Joint Petitioners note that the Commission found that, subsequent to filing the Joint Petition, Joint Petitioners addressed the interoperability issues raised in the Joint Petition through appropriate means with the Public Utility Commission of Texas (Texas PUC) in accordance with the Commission’s mandates for State action in such matters.  Joint Petitioners request to withdraw their petition in view of the 911 projects and cases currently before the Texas PUC and state that, once the Texas PUC has completed its proceedings, Joint Petitioners may file a new interoperability petition to address any federal 911 interoperability issues still outstanding.
  The Bureau has reviewed the request to withdraw the Joint Petition and finds that a grant of the request is warranted.  In these circumstances, the proceeding in RM-9343 is closed.

4. Accordingly, pursuant to Sections 4(i) and 5(c) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i), 155(c), and the authority delegated pursuant to Sections 0.131 and 0.331 of the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.131, 0.331, IT IS ORDERED that the Request to Withdraw Petition filed by the Texas Commission on State Emergency Communications, the Greater Harris County 911 Emergency Network, the Tarrant County 911 District, the DENCO Area 911 District, the Bexar County 911 District, and the National Association of State Nine-One-One Administrators on January 27, 2000, in RM-9343 IS GRANTED.
5.
