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MEMORANDUM OPINION AND ORDER
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By the Chief, Policy and Rules Branch, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:

1. On July 21, 1999, the Policy and Rules Branch (Branch)  of the Commercial Wireless Division (Division) granted a Petition for Reconsideration (Petition) filed by Alee Cellular Communications (Alee)
 in response to an earlier Division order that had dismissed all pending cellular applications, including Alee’s, in six Rural Service Areas.
  The Branch order granted Alee’s Petition and returned Alee’s application to pending status.
  

2. On October 18, 1999, in a proceeding that involved Alee’s license in a different market,  the Commission denied Alee’s Petition for Reconsideration
 of an order in which it was held that Alee had made false statements to the Commission and lacked the candor required of licensees.
 The Commission accordingly upheld the revocation of Alee’s license.    Because the Commission determined in Algreg that Alee lacks the character qualifications required of licensees,
 we deny Alee’s instant application for the same reasons.    

3. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, pursuant to section 4(i) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 USC § 154(i), and section 0.331 of the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. § 0.331, the above-captioned Application filed by Alee Cellular Communications IS DENIED.  

4. It is further ordered that, pursuant to section 4(i) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 USC § 154(i), and section 0.331 of the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. § 0.331, the Petition to Deny the above-captioned application filed by Applicants Against Lottery Abuse on July 2, 1992 is DISMISSED AS MOOT.
