By the Chief, Policy and Rules Branch, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:

1.
On March 11, 1997, Donald H. Pollard, Sr./Zeta Trust Partnership (Pollard) was authorized to operate cellular radio station KNKR317 in the Oregon 2 - Hood River RSA.  On June 17, 1997, Pollard filed the above-captioned application for a Phase I major modification to its cellular system.
  Oregon RSA No. 2 Limited Partnership filed a petition to deny (Petition) the application on August 4, 1997.

2.
The Commercial Wireless Division terminated Pollard’s authorization for station KNKR317 on April 13, 1998 because Pollard had not constructed its cellular system within the required twelve-month period.
  We therefore DISMISS the Petition as MOOT.

3.
Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, pursuant to section 4(i) of the Communications Act, as amended, 47 U.S.C. § 154(i), and sections 0.331 and 22.130 of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.331, 22.130, the petition to deny filed by Oregon RSA No. 2 Limited Partnership on August 4, 1997 IS DISMISSED as MOOT.
