In order to be consistent with the text
 and Section 27.6(b)(2) of the Commission’s implementing regulations, the map has been modified to accurately depict the lines which define the license areas:  

1. the perimeter boundary is defined by the mapping data for EA176;
 

2. the line of demarcation between EAG3 and EAG5 is that portion of the boundary between the Western and Central Gulf Planning Areas
 contained within the perimeter of EA176.
