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THIRD ERRATUM

1. On July 12, 2000, the Commission released a Report and Order and Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking, FCC 00-235, entitled “1998 Biennial Regulatory Review -- 47 C.F.R. Part 90 - Private Land Mobile Radio Services.”  This Third Erratum corrects Paragraphs 23, 27, and 31 of the final rules in Appendix B to reflect previous changes in numbering of these Rules.

2. Paragraph 23 is corrected to read as follows:
23.  Section 95.401 is amended by adding a new paragraph (f) to read as follows:

§ 95.401 (CB Rule 1) What are the Citizen Band Radio Services?
* * * * *

(f) The Multi-Use Radio Service (MURS) -- a private, two-way, short-distance voice, data or image communications service for personal or business activities of the general public.  The rules for this service are contained in subpart J of this part.

3. Paragraph 27 is corrected to read as follows:
27.  Section 95.631 is amended by adding a new paragraph (j) to read as follows:

§ 95.631 Emission types.  

* * * * *

(j)  A MURS station may transmit any emission type as specified in § 90.207 of this Chapter.

4. Paragraph 31 is corrected to read as follows:

31.  Section 95.639 is amended by adding a new paragraph (h) to read as follows:

§ 95.639 Maximum transmitter power.
* * * * *

(h) No MURS unit, under any condition of modulation, shall exceed 2 W effective radiated power (ERP).

These errors will be corrected before the final rules are published in the Federal Register, and before the Report and Order and Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking is published in the FCC Record.
