On May 29, 1996, the Commercial Wireless Division of the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau dismissed James A. Dwyer’s Application for New Air-Ground Facilities to Operate on Frequencies 454.675 MHz, 454.925 MHz and 454.850 MHz at Minneapolis, Minnesota, File No. 29339-CG-P/ML-92 (Application).  See Public Notice Report No. NCS 96-30-A (rel. May 29, 1996).  Mr. Dwyer filed a Petition for Reconsideration on June 28, 1996, and a Notice of Withdrawal of Petition for Reconsideration on December 15, 1997 (Notice). In the Notice, Mr. Dwyer requested dismissal of the Application, stating that “the original business opportunity is no longer viable.”  The Policy and Rules Branch of the Commercial Wireless Division has reviewed and hereby approves James A. Dwyer’s request to withdraw his Petition for Reconsideration, filed on June 28, 1996, and to dismiss the Application.
