OMNIPOINT CORPORATION AND COOK INLET/VS GSM II PCS, LLC

SEEK FCC CONSENT TO ASSIGN

BROADBAND PCS DESIGNATED ENTITY LICENSES

PLEADING CYCLE ESTABLISHED



Omnipoint Corporation (“Omnipoint”) and Cook Inlet/VS GSM II PCS, LLC (“CIVS II”) have filed an application under Section 310(d) of the Communications Act, 47 U.S.C. § 310(d), seeking Commission consent for the assignment of broadband Personal Communications Services designated entity licenses from Omnipoint to CIVS II.



The application seeks approval for the second step of a proposed two-step transaction involving Omnipoint, CIVS II and East/West Communications, Inc. (“East/West”).  Under the proposed transaction, the five F Block PCS licenses currently held by East/West would be acquired by Omnipoint and, subsequently, assigned to CIVS II.  On November 1, 1999, East/West and Omnipoint filed an application for approval of the first step of the transaction.  That application, File No. 0000041919, was listed as accepted for filing by Public Notice, Report No. 365, released November 10, 1999.  Interested parties are reminded that comments or petitions to deny the proposed first step of this transaction, File No. 0000041919, are due no later than December 10, 1999. This Public Notice informs interested parties of the connection between the two steps of the transaction and alerts interested parties that the Commission may opt to act concurrently on the two steps of the transaction.



The proposed assignment of licenses from East/West to Omnipoint and from Omnipoint to CIVS II is related to the proposed merger of Omnipoint and VoiceStream Wireless Corporation (“VoiceStream”).  In that merger, Omnipoint and VoiceStream have proposed that Omnipoint’s designated entity licenses be assigned to Cook Inlet.  Applications were filed on July 15 and 16, 1999, seeking Commission consent to (i) transfer control of subsidiaries and affiliates of Omnipoint and VoiceStream that hold non-designated entity licenses and International Section 214 authorizations to VoiceStream Wireless Holding Corporation, and (ii) assign Omnipoint’s designated entity licenses to CIVS II and at least one other affiliate of Cook Inlet.  These applications were accepted for filing by the Commission by Public Notice, DA 99-1634, released August 16, 1999.
