WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS BUREAU TO STREAMLINE

WEEKLY SITE-BY-SITE ACCEPTED FOR FILING PUBLIC NOTICE

On January 12, 2000, the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau (Bureau) will streamline its site-by-site accepted for filing public notice in an effort to improve the usefulness of the information provided to our applicants and licensees.  Currently, for applications filed in the Universal Licensing System (ULS) that are placed on the weekly site-by-site accepted for filing public notice, all sites along with associated data are listed.  The new streamlined format will eliminate the exhaustive list of sites and associated data for applications filed with the purpose of ‘Renew Only’ and instead list only the call sign.  All applications filed with a purpose of ‘Renew/Modification’ or ‘Modification’ will continue to list all sites and related data along with the affected call sign.

We make this change to provide a more useful and manageable public notice to our applicants and licensees.  During peak periods, such as during renewal windows, the site-by-site accepted for filing public notice has become extremely lengthy, often containing several hundred pages.  Frequently, many of the applications listed on this public notice have been filed with a purpose of ‘Renew Only’ (i.e., no changes are being made to the license).  Interested parties can obtain a list of sites associated with a particular call sign using the ULS license search utility located on the web at www.fcc.gov/wtb.uls.
